BANK COMMISSIONER'S REFORT.
(Made to the Legislature, April 6, 1838.]

To the honorable the Legislature of the State
of Michigan.

The undersigned, in obedience to the ris.
olution of the honorable the House of Rep-
resentatives, have the honor to

REPORT:

That immediately upon the appointment
of the prescut Board of Commissioners,
they commenced the important duty of ex-
amiuing the institutions subject to their in.
spection, and have been constantly and as.
siduously devoted to the arduous task, to
the present time, It is a subject of regret,
that the time nllowed them has not yet been
sufficient for the investigation of all the mo.
neyed institutions subject to their supervi.
sion, previous to the resolution of the
House.

It was the design of the commissioners,
at the earliest period possible, to have pre-
sented to the executive, agreeably to the
provisions of the statute, a detaild account
of the condition of all such instiution.--
This would have enabled them to have pre-
santod ntone view, the resources, responsi.
bilities and condition of the several banks,
in such a manner as to enable every indi-
vidual to judge of their solvency, and to ob.
tain o correct idea of tho pecuniary condi-
tion of our state institutions.

The eurly eal. of the house, for informa-
lion as to those institutions which have been
examined, added to the interest which the
whole communit
matter, have induced the undersigned to
lay before the legislature at this time, such
information @s & partial examination has
placed in their possession.

I'he nbsence of our associate, Thomas
Fitzgerald, Esq., who is now ongaged
in the western portion of the state, in the
examination of the banks located within
the limits of the third judicial distriet, pre-
vents his jotning in this veport.  This is cs-
pecinlly to be regretted, sinee we are una.
ble thereby, for want of information, to give
the result of his investigations into the con-
dition of the banks in the last mentioned
cireuit.  There are established therein, two
chartered banks, a branch of the bank of
Michigan, and eleven banking nssocintions
organized under the act to organize and
regulate banking associations. Of the af.
fairs and condition of these, the undersign-
ed have reason to beliove a report will, at
an carly day, be made by M. Fitzgerald.

In the first and second judicial circuits,
there are uine banks estublished under spe.
cinl charters, which are subject to the ex.
amination of the commissioners. The
Farmers’ and Mechanics’ Bank of Michi.

an, the Bank of Pontiac, and the Bank of

acomb County, all of which are charter.
ed institutions, not having given their as.
sent 1o the provisions of the “ Act suspend.
ing for a limited time certain provisions of
law,” &eo., nre not subject to such exami-
nation. There are also established within
the limits of the snid eircuits, under the
“Act to orgun'me and regulate banking as.
sociations,” and the amendment thereto,
thirty-three banks.

o the institutions located in the first
and second judicial circuits, the investiga-
tions of the undersigned were confined.—
Of the banks thereim sbove eoumerated,
five have done nothing more than to organ-
ize and file their certificates in the office of
the Becramz::ﬂm: these are the Com-
monwenlth k of Tecumseh, the Bank
of Auburn, in Oakland County, Citizens’
Bank at Ann Arbor, and the Adrian Bank
at Adrinn.  No bills have becn issued by
cither of these banks.

The Farmers' Bank of Sharon, and Sag.
inaw City Bank, the Detroit City Bank, the
Bank of Michigan, and the Michigan Siwte
Bank, have not yet been visited by the com.
missioners.

Anuexed are the statements of all the
banks within the said circuits, with the ex-
ceptions above exhibiting their re.
sources and liabilities, as swora te on the
day when the said institutions were ree-
vetively examined.

In this first examivation, many things
were exhibited in the transactions and con.
dition of institutions, requiring change and
correction ; and it has been the intention
of the commissioners to have every institu.
tinn under their control, put into & proper
and safu condition, which will ensure pub.
lic confidence. The annexed staterncnts
and exhibits will present some inatances
where such changes have beea renuired,
and have since been made.

A second visit to these institutions, which
will be made without delay, will enable a
more explicit exposition of facts, and a
more completa exhibit to the public of their
true condition.

In the exnmination, the following banks
were found in such condition, and their
transactions in relation to the provisions of
law under which they were established, of
such a character (hat it was necessary to
apply to the Chancellor of the state for pro.
ings aguinst them, agreeably to the
statute.

On the 22d day of February last, the
undersigned, together with their associute,
Thomas Fitzgerald, Esq., visited the Jack.

The President and Cashier were absent
——the bank was in charge of Charles Van
Dorn, who had been appointed twller tem-
porarily,  The teller presonted to the com.
missioners, n letter from Paul B, Ring, the
president, nddressed to two of the direc.
tors, whieh expressed the hope ihat the
Commissioners would not insist upon an
cxumination at present, for the reason that
in the absence of the wriler, satisfactory
information of the state of the bank could
not be aflorded them. The commission.
ers, however, having expressed their inten.
tion to proceed immediately to the exami.
nation, the teller expressed his willingness
to exhibit the hooks and papers, and atiord
such information as was in h's posscssion.
Search being made for the stock book, it
could not be found, the teller presumed it
to be in the trunk of the cashier, te which
he had not nccess.

On examination of the books of the bank,
the following circumstances were exhibited;
the names of all persons and corperations
with whom aceounts had been opened, were
written in pencil—the entries in ink. Ina
few minutes, therefore, the whole face of
the business transactions of the bank could
have al any time been entirely changed.—
On the Bth of November, 1837, there ap.
peared to have been an entry of specio de.

ite of $20,000 in the Farmers’ and Me.
chanics” Bank of Detroit.  This eatry had
been crased with a knife, but on careful
examination the origioal entry was legible.

There was also un entry of a specic cer-
tificate from [1. H. Brown & Ce., Detroit,
for 10,000, The date of this cn'ry had
been aleo the Hth Novomber. This had
been erased and a new date substituted, —
The 1 of the entry had also been
altered, but being written over, the original
words could not be traced. This certifi-
cate of deposite was not o be found, and
was pfesumed to be in the hands of the ab.
sent cashier. ‘The teller and My, Fiich,
one of the stockholders who was present
during this examination, were of opinion
that certificate was the first instalment of
specie paid ig.

The commissioners procecded 1o an ex.
amination of the specie of the bank, Gold
coin was cxhibited loose in a drawer,
which being eounted, amounted to the sum
of a thousand and thirty.seven dollurs and
