R ekzlwd, That the W..m. (k of

the House of Bepreuatilves be sad is
hereby instructed and directed to pay
the costs of taking tetimony and de-
positions in contested election ases out
of the contingent fund.

By Mr. Thompson, of St Tammray:
Resotwd, That the Committee nm Pub-

ho and Private Land Claims be author-
ised to sit during the resam of the Legis-
lature, to inquire into amd,'f memeary.
to prepare bills upon the following eb.
jects, viz:

The protection of the public leads "
this Sate from trespassers sad the estab.
lishment of some method by whih they
may be made a source of revenue to the
State. The transfer of the United States
lands to the State, for the purpose of
establishing an airicultural sollege, in
accordance with the aet of Congress to
inquire into the claims of parties who
purchased lands from the State during
the years 1861, 1862, 1868, 1861 and
1865, to inquire into the disputes arising
between the United States government
and parties claiming lands under ttles
from this State, also, in regard to the
rights of persons holding land warrants
from this State thathavenotbeen located.
The committee shall have power to send
for persons and papers, employ twe
clerks, and th Speaker of the Rease of
Representatives -shal be an ei-o4d
member of this committee, and they
shall be paid their per diem and mileage
out of the contingent fund.

Mr. Faulkner, of Caldwell, moved that
the following resolution be taken from
the table, and that it be adopted:

Wooms, There is a general and wide
spread complaint among the citizens of
the State, relative to the iations of many
corporate bodies and asociations exst-
ing therein by virtue of laws, enacted by
the Legislature of the State; and

Whereas, It has became a matter of
general and public notoriety that many
of these corporate bodies and assocla-
tions have failed to comply with the
conditions of their several charters ; and

Whereas, The abase aritng from the
failure has worked to the detriment and
disadvantage of many of the interests of
the State, it therefore becomes inns-
bent on this House to make each Inaqui-
ry and investigation into the ats and
doings of the several incorporatsdbodies
and take such action therein as may be
found necessary for the proper seermiy
and protection of the people at large. Be
it therefore.

Resolved, That a special committee of
five members of the House be appointed
by the Speaker, whose da* it dm11 b~to
make a thorough and carefulineg-
tion into the acts, doings, business and
general and particular traeacstioin of all
thie several incorporated bodies, coupe.
nice and ascaitions, such as beaks, In-
surance companies, railroad epanleds
lotteries and all and every other asesola-
tion, company or body existing In this
State, by virtue of any general or spedlal
law, resolution or ordinance o eiteher the
State or the different local or municipal
governments, and for the thorough sad
practical carrying out of the purposes
and intentions of this resolutiona; etha
the said committee sit sadresin I la ss-
sion of this House ; that they be em-
poweed to smama.s and sweer wibnes
ass, send for and ezemis. pasmems san
papers, sal a inch further n-,
quiry aasi~e may be neos.
