No. 4.
An Act

Relative to the Lonisiana Levee
pany, a corporation organized un-
der the general laws of the State
constitating it a body, politic and
corporate, with certain powers,
privileges and franchises, and con-
tracting with said corporation for
the construction, maintenance and
repairs of certain levees, and pro-
viding for compensation therefor.
Secrox 1. Be it enacted by the
Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the State of Louisiana in
general nssembly convened, That
the Louisiana Levee Company, a
corporation organized under the
general laws of the State by notori-
al act passed on the elenenth day of
February, in the year one thousand
eight hundred and seventy-one, be-
fore P. Charles Cuviller, a notary
public in the city of New Orleans,
{ and recorded.in the office of mort-
gages, in the parish of Orleans, on
the eleventh day of February, one
thonsand eight hundred and sever~
ty-one, in Book Society 8, 247, 248,
{ and 249 folios, is hereby recognized

All the curpoﬂa powers of the
company shall be vested in the board
of directors, appointed and to be
elected as provided herein. The
said board shall elect s president,
and also n vice-president, who shall
exercise the power of the president
in case of the absence or ipability
from any other causesof the latter
to act, and all such @her officers,
clerks and agents as shall be neces-
sary to earry out the purposes of
the company.
