It shall have and enjoy succession
by its corporate name, for the peri-
od of twenty-five years from the
date of said recording, and for such
longer time as may be allowed by
general or special law: unless sooner
dissolved as hereinbofore provided.

SEc. 2. Be it further enacted, etc.,
That for the purpose of providing
and maintining proper and effici-

ent levees throughout all the prr-
Lion of the State watered hby the
Mississippi river, and the rivers,
streams and bayous running int
and from the same, and to protect
the inhabitants from inundationse,
the State of Louisiana contracts and
agreee with the Louisiana Levee

Company, terms as follows:
1. That in order to maintain a

uniform and perfect system, the lo-
cation and dimensions of all levees
to be constructed, maintained, re-
paired and kept in repair and man-
aged, shall be 'determined by acom-
mission of three engiaeers, to be

appointed as follows, to wit: One

by the Governor of the State of
Lousiaaa whois hereby authQried
and directed to apPoint mid engi-
neerithin thirty days after aooep-
tance of the terms of this act by

the sid ecpany, as hereinafer
provided; one by the Louisiana
Levee Company, and one by the
governmnent of the United Staets..

It shall be the duty of smid eemmis-
Sdon, and they are herby direated to
detemine the proper location and di-
mensions of all levees to be construct-
ed, repaired or strengthened by the said
corporation, and the standard of di-
mensions to which they shall be main-
tained by said company, and to report
the same with maps and profile there-
of, and the number of cubic yards to
be built in the construction of new
levees, and in the strengthening, en-
larginig and repairing the levees now
in existence, to the Secretary of War,
the Governor of the State and the
president of said company, which re-
port shall be made in seotions of five
miles or more of said levees. Any two
memberers of said commission shall be
competent to do and perform the duties
hereby imposed upon the said commis-
sion, and their decision shall be suf-
ficient and shall be accepted and taken
as and for the decision of said commit
sion. Provided, that the neglect, fail-
ure or refusal of the goverment of the
United States, or the Governer of this
State, to appoint a member of said com-
mission as aforesaid, shall not in any
respect invalidate or annumdl this agree-
ment. And the said conuniasion, and
the membersofit,are and each of them
is vested with all and every power, au-
thority and right requisite and ncees-
sary for the discharge of said duties.

2. That the said Louisiana Levee
Company, for and in consideration of
the compensation, benefits, rights and
powers hereinafter stated, shall take
charge of manage, control, construct,
maintain, repair and keep in repair all
the levees in this State on the Missis-
sippi river, its tributaries and outlets,
and such levees in the State of Arkan-
san as may be necessary to protect any

of the lnds of this State from overflow
by the water of the Mississippi or Ar-
kanusas rivers: provided, however, that 1
the consent of the Stat' of Arkansas
be first had and ootained to the build-
ing, ce'nstructing, maintenanc', man-

agem:lnt and repairing of said levees
in said last mentioned State.

3. That for the purpose of carrying
out the provisions of the preceding ar-
ticle, the said Louisiana Levee Com- 1
pany is h:r,.by vested with the sole

ivered to the president of the com-
pany filing with the Secretary of
State an acceptance" of this act, and
a resolution of its directors and in-
corporators, binding 'itself to per-
form the obligations of this act.
Said bonds shall be of the denomi-
nation of one thousand dollars each,
shall be signed by the Governor,
countersigned by the Secretary of
the State, and sealed with the seal
of the State. They shall be dated
on the first of April, 1871, and shall
be payable to the president of the
"Louisiana Levee Company," or
bearer. They shall bear interest at
the rate of eight per cent per annum
both principal and interest to be
paid in the legal money of the Uni-
ed States, at the time when the
payments are due, Said bonds
snail be registered in the books of
the Auditor of Public Accounts and
of the State Treasurer, and payable
in New Orleans or New York, at the
option of the holder on the first day
of April and October of each year.
For the payment of the principal
and interest of the bonds aforesaid,
the faith of the State of Louisiana
is unconditionally pledged to the
holder. To provide for the prompt
payment of the principal and inter-
est of said bonds, an annual tax of
one-half mill on the dollar shall be
levied and collected on real and per-
sonal property in the State subject
to taxation, which tax shall be paid
into the State treasury, and shall be
placed to the credit of a special
fund to be entitled "The Louisiana
Bond Fund," which fund shall be
applied first to ..a payment of the
coupons of said bonds, as the same
shall fall due, an4A excess there-
after shall be ap annually, to
the purchase and retirement of said
oonds.

10. That should an officer of the
State fail, neglect or refuse to do
any of the matters or things which
he shall be required to do, by the
provisions of this act, said corpora-
cion may apply any court of compe-
tent jurisdiction, for a writ of man-
damus, directed to said officer who
shall neglect, fail or refuse to per-
iorm said matter or thing as afore-
said, commanding him to do and
perform the matter or thing, so as
aforesaid required of him, and said
judge shall therefore issue said man-
damus; provided, that said judge
may, in his discretion, appoint a
special commission with full power
to do and perform such matter or
thing, and to comply with the re-
quirmehts at such provision of this
act; and the actions and proceeding
of said commissioner in the premises
shall have the same validity and
force as if they had been done and

performed by said officer.
