a preclamation war issued, in ternms of the
law, callieg upon the nweathers of those
combinatiiias te digperse within lve days,
and to deliver to the marshal or military
,hetteres of the Unitei !hates all areas, am-
muinituon, uniuirms, disguises, and other
means and icplements secd by them for
carr ing out their unlawful purpocrs. This
warning not havitg town hleded, on the
seventeenth of October another proelama-e in was seneed suspending the writ ot
habeas corpus in kioe countiis in that State.
Dlirecition was given that within the cona-
ties aoe designated persons supposed, upon
eeditahle informattion, to be umembiers of
.uch nelawful combinations should be ar-
reated by the neilitary forces of the United
States and delivered to the marshal, to be
dealt with seocrding to law.

In two of said eunntiee-Yrcrk and Spar-
tsnshurg-many arrests have been made. At
the last account the numb. r of persons thus
arrested was one hundred and sixty-eight. '
Several hundred, whose eriminaliti was as- -
certained to be of an inferior degree, were
released for the present. These have gc-n-
i-rally made cinfeesions of their guilt.
(treat caution has been exercised in making
these atrests, and notwithstanding the
large anmber, it is believed that no inno-
cent person is now in custody. The pcrieon-
ers will be held for regular trial in the jidi. -
cial tribunals of the [nited States. As soon
as it a p!eared that the authorities vif the
t'uted btates were sbout to take vigorous
measures to enforce the law. niany persons
absconded, and there ia gool reason for
supposing that all of such penssons have
violated the law. A full report of what
has been done under this law, will be sub-
cmitted to Congraeaa by the Attecray Gener-
al.

destruetuan of thai Union. It may well be
condarel a netaher is is not now time that
Wte diesbilities uinposeal b3 the faurteenth
antenintaent saanuld be removed That
amendament doas sat ezaude the ballot, but
only imposes the diesoai:hty to hold oive
upon certain classes. Whew the parnty of
the ballot is secure, majorities are esre to
elect otlicers reflecting the views of the ma-
jurity. I do not see the advantage or prm
priety of excluding men from office merely
because they were, before the rebellion, of
standing and character sufficient to be
elected to positions requiring them to take
oath to support the constitution, and ad-
mitting to eligibility those entertaining pre-
cisely the same views, but of less standing
in their communities. It may be said that
the former violated an oath, while the latter
did not. The latter did not have it to their
power to do so If they had taken that
oath, it can not be doubted that they would
have broken it, as did the former class.

If there are any great criminals diitia-
guishea above all others for the part
they tank in opposition to the goverament,
they might, in the judgmnent of Congress,
te excluded trom such an amnesty. This

suajetct is submitted fur your careful con-
siealratioa. The condition of the buothers
States is, unhappily, not such as all true
patriotic citisens would like to sre. Local
ostracism for opinion's sake, personal vi-
tanae or threats toward persons entertain-
im$ political views opposed to those enter-
tusned by the majority of the old citisena,
prevesat etnigration and the tow of much
needed capital into the States lately in re-
bellion. It will be a happy condition of the
country when the old citiseus of these States
will take an interest in public affairs, pro
mulgate ideas honestly entertained, vote
for men r.iaatering their views, and tolerate
the same freedom of expression and ballot
in those entertaining different political
convictions.

Under the provisions of the act of Conq.
gree, approved sebruary 21 l 1371, a terri-
tarial government was organised in the
District of Coltmbia. Its results have
thus far fully realised the expectations of
its advocates. Under the direction of the
territorial othiers a system of improve.
ment, has been inaugurated, by means of
which Wiashington is rapnily becoming a
city worthy of the nation's cepital. The
eatsene of the distract have voluntarily
taxed themselves to a large amount for the
purplne of contributing to the advancement
of the seat of government. I recommend
liberal appropriations on the part of Coa-
