fl@rlu consequence of the pros­
pect of publishing the official pro­
ceeding of the August Convention, 
we propose to relieve our readers 
from the nausea of a "twice told 
tale," and abstain from continuing 
in this issue our unofficial report 
taken during the session of the Con­
vention. 

JBéSfïhere can be no doubt that 
the efforts of Republicans to unite 
their party is having a tremend­
ous cffect in the ranks; of the Liberal 
and Democratic parties; and there 
is hardly a doubt that in the ovent 
of our union, theïe will be a re­
sorption of tho Liberals by the De­
mocrats. Thus wo will have the 
old fight in Novcmbor, the Demo­
crats against tho Republicans. 

We have received a copy of 
the "Colored Cilàsn" published at 
Cincinnati, Ohio. It is handsomely 
made up and in «U respects worthy 
of patronago. 

Its motto is, "«PUAL JUSL1CE TO ALL 
MEN" and advocates the election of 
Grant and Wilson. We wish it 
success. ' 

The colored men of Omaha held 
a huge meeting for the purpose of 
discussing their duty in the present 
campaign. As might be exposed 
Mir. Sumner's letter and advice oame 

Since the adjournment of the 
Regular Republican Convention, the 
members of the State Central Ex­
ecutive Committee of the party, 
charged with the duty of adopting 
all honorable means for the resto­
ration of peace and unity among 
Republicans, and deeply impressed 
With the necessity and tho import­
ance of the task imposed on them, 
have been diligently and unremit­
tingly employed in devising the most 
appropriate and practicable methods 
of harmonizing the distracted ele­
ments of our unfortunate party. 
After the organization of the new 
Central Committee and the arrange­
ment of other preliminary matters 
necessary to set the organization in 
motion, tho first step taken by the 
Committee was to roctify what had 
admittedly been an omission by the 
Convention, namely, appropriate 
récognition of the magnanimous 
conduct of Col. James Lewis, 
placing his resiguation in the hands 
of his Central Committee to aid in 
effecting reconciliation. To accom­
plish this work, Judge Dibble, who 
was the nominee of our Committee 
for Congress, from tho State 
at largo, placed his resignation in 
tho hands of our Committee, and 
the Committee convinced that Col. 
Lewis was willing to accept the 
nomination on thePinchback ticket 
for tho same place he was nominated 
for on his own ticket, unanimously 
substituted the name of Col. Lewis 
for that of Judge Dibble. 

Tho next step was to seek a con-
ferenco with the Packard Commit­
tee to secure a fusion of the two 
sets oi Presidential Electors. This 
has been accomplished, and that 
disturbing cloment, the question of 
a division of tho Republican vote 
on tho National question has been 
settled, and the Republican voto of 
Louisiana is now pledged to Presi-
dent Grant. 

Our only and our great difference 
now is on the State ticket. Confer­
ence committees have been appoint­
ed on both sides, and they have had 
several meetings during the week. 
The interchange of thought is going 
on, propositions havo been submit­
ted by the Packard Committee but 
no definite conclusions have as yet 
been arrivod at. It is gratifying to 
witness tho absence of that asperity 
on the one hand, and bravado on 
the other, that erewhile character­
ized some men and operated so in­
juriously against the general inter­
est. We have good roason to be­
lieve that in proportion as the im­
pression of tho vast importance of 
Republican unity, for Republican 
success, rests on the minds of the 
men who are respectively charged 
with the adjustment of our difficul­
ties, in proportion will bigotry, vin-
dictiveness, self-love, and partizan 
acrimony disappear; and the all 
absorbing topic of reconciliation 
and unity, crush out every ignoble 
consideration, and such a compro­
mise effected as will commend tho 
magnanimity, devotion, wisdom and 
patriotism of our leaders to the ad­
miration of all good Republicans. 
We think that this can be cfiected, 
and we hope that the negotiations 
which are in process, while appro 
priately conceding tho rights and 
privileges of tho other side of the 
house, will not fail to establish 
similar claims for the wing of tho 
party our conferees represent. We 
implicitly confide in the sober sense 
of our leaders that they will do this, 
and convinccd that thoy will subor­
dinate every consideration, save 
truth and honor, we leave them to 
tho accomplishment of tho work of 
giving us one Stato as well as one 
National ticket, and one army of 
voters to cast a consolidated vote for 
our Republican candidates. 

AGAIN WE PROTEST. 

\ .; I -
Once'gnore we have to enter our 

protest against the conductwhich 
our contemporary the Republican 
will persistently follow in misrepre 
senting the colored race. We have 
been repeatedly accused of; favoring 
a black man's party in Louisiana, 
this paper as an acknowledged or­
gan of the colored paople, has as 
frequently and emphatically repu­
diated any such desire, and the uni­
form conduct of our people has 
given open denial to tho allegation. 
It is painful, thereforo to be mis­
represented by our professed 
friends. 

In its issue of Tuesday, the Re­
publican accuses both Col. Lewis 
and Mr. Pinchback with advocating 
"a black man's party." Mr. Lewis 
favors no such thing, and ho has 
too much common sense, and knows 
too well the utter futility of any 
such effort to either attempt it him­
self or encourage it in others. 

It is a preposterous proversion of 
logic to concludo that because Mr. 
Pinchback accepts the nomination 
for Governor, .therefore he is an 
"Africanizer." If this be true, is 

the converse also hue? Yet colored 
men never dreamt that Governor 
Warmoth's acceptance of the nomi­
nation in 18G8 was establishing a 
white man's government. 

Wc suppose that the aspirations 
of, and the honors tendered to 
Messrs. Pinchbacjkfand Lewis would 
be in perfeg^prder, if they were 
only white, tfjErt being of a race 
deemed inferigëf they ought to be 
content with the subordinate places 
becoming inferiors. If this is the 
doctrine of our neighbor, we can 
well understand why it is that the 
instant colored men assert or as­
sume positions to which by merit 
the> are entitled, white Republicans 
can bo found to join in the cry of 
Africanizing Louisiana." Has it 

come to this that our friends (?) 
upon whom our race has showered 
every honor, into whose hands they 
have committed their dearest inter­
ests, cannot accept tho necessary 
and logical conclusions of their own 
doctrines? The negroes, and the 
negroes alone have bestowed all 
the positions which have elevated 
our white Republican friends into 
prominence and power, with rare 
self-abnegation, which has boen re­
garded as appropriate reticence, 

CLARK ON SUMN|Ul^ 

/ We have assigned a number of 
columus of to-days paper to the re­
production of an able and legigthy 
address of Peter H. Clark Esq.| of 
Ohio, on the Sumner, Grant and 
Greeley question. 

While agreeing in the main with 
Mr. Clark, there is a very great dif­
ference between oiir views in rela­
tion to the course pursued by Mr. 

"Sumner, and the treatment he 
should receive at the hands of col­
ored men, because accepting Mr. 
Clark's bitter and denunciatory lan 
guage as a sample of what Mr. Sum­
ner merits, there would bo little 
difference between Benedict Arnold 
and Mr. Sumner. 

It is unfortunate for Mr. Sumner 
that Mr. Clark does not customari­
ly denounce people, because his 
wrath long pent up, has acquired a 
virulence and an intensity that ridic­
ulously exceeds all tho necessities 
and proprieties of the occasion. Let 
us look a little into his. accusations. 
Mr. Sumner is called "a disappoint­
ed and embittered politician whose 
wrathful gall &e," and as such un­
deserving of cither admiration, ap­
plause, or following. Our belief of 
Mr. Sumner is that he is as consci­
entious in his present course as he 
has ever boen, and we do not believe 
that he is capable of wilfully lead­
ing the people, for whom he has so 
long and self-sacrificingly labored 
to emancipate and make free citi­
zens of, into the pro-slavery fold. 

There is nothing but tho merest 
suppositions and speculations of 
politicians on which to found any 
such charge, and we had thought 
that Mr. Clark would bave required 
the clearest and completest evidence 
of Mr. Sumner's degeneracy, before 
his voice would be lifted up in de­
nunciation of him. But instead of 
this wo find him, while noticing 
that "nobody had denounced" Mr. 
Sumner making indecent haste to 
take tho conceit out of the Senator 
by attempting to even rob him of 
the praise doe him for the work he 
has performed in the anti-slavery 
cause. 

This effort of Mr. Clark we re­
gard as simply and purely one of 
the worst samples of ingratitude 
we have recently witnessed. Mr. 
Sumner never claimed to be par
