vanced throughout the list. The trans-
actions on the exchange have dou'eled
tho volume prevailing during the quiet
of several preceding weeks, and symp-
toms actni to favor the prepouderant
opinion that a campaign of tin usual
activity has e- -t in which is hkcly to
lc continued throughout the year.
Opinions differ as to the results of the
past year's business of the country;
tctne maintaining that neither manu-
facturers nor merchants have made
their usual profits, while others hold
that tho quiet of business has been due
mainly to conservatism following the
emit of 1 S0O and that, after all, the
business of lS'Jl has left nearly an aver-
age rate of profit. On this question,
luore than upon any other condition
depends the future course of tho stock
market; and tho current month will
solve the problem. Iu the meantime,
the "street" is not likely to jump to
auy positive opinions ou this point, but
is likely to sustain the market Until it
is settled what may bo expected from
the ''outside" elemeut. In the mean-
time, there is likely to be soaio realiz-
ing on recent profits, which probably
range between two aud fire points aud
are therefore tempting to brudent
operators. That process, indeed, is
now in operation; but as such sales are

Outside of
Chicago the organization, it is said, has
To.OOO members. F.ncampments or
lodges are to be organized in . ery
city in the land. Old-tim- e

political associations will be laid aside.
Its scope is immense. It takes in half
a dozen great interests; in the v st and
southwest it embraces everyone who is
partial to Mr. Blame and reciprocity
and it is organized under the general
name of 4,Knights of Reciprocity." In
the east where there is no farmers' al-

liance to bar the way to success, tne or-

ganization is called the "Centennial
League."

Who Vtr the irJtr?This particular branch of tho move-
ment was intended to exist in cities and
large towns aim st exclusively.

Postmaster General
Clark son is said to have conceived the
idea of the. organization and Patrick
Ford, editor of the Irish World, of Netr
York, is credited with assisting nim in
working out its details. In the great
cities other difficulties lesides those in
conuection nth the tariff had to bo
considered. There were the
"deputies" and other orders of like
character which aro supposed to hato
Mr. Blaine. To offset these Mr. Ford
bit upon the continental league scheme.

Keciprocity and opposition to tho
theories of the deputies" were to bo
its platform.

Juetions to JLaked.

In the first question the candidate is
asked if he is a citizen of the United
States. This requirement is essential
to admission. Question two deals with
the constitution of the United Slates
and the Declaration of Independence.
The candidate must be willing to de-
clare that ho accepts everything in
thera unreservedly. The third test
reads iu this way: "Do you in any
way sympathize with those who would
deprive any citizen of the United States
of civic honors on account of his. re-

ligion?" To answer "yes" to this means
instant dismissal. Iu the fourth ques-
tion the candidate isatked: "Do you
believe in the public school system of
the United States?'- A negative reply
to this likewise disqualifies the appli-
cant for membership.

The plan was, says tbc News, first
mooted at a meeting in New York last
Oitober, and the organization was
started m the city on December 1, last.
The constitution is given in full.

Manufacturers Cannot Have all the Bene

Have Fair Play.

i f the wool growers of Texas
have given notice to Mr. Springer that
they do not understand the statesman-
ship that would free wool
without an equivalent reduction of
duties upon manufactured goods. It
appears also that some of the manufac-
turers who have been demanding free
wool as a free raw material are tegiu-nin- g

to discover that they hare bar-

gained without their hoid. There are
two kinds of manuf acturers who use
wool. Those who uco wool without the
mixture of other material and those
who uso wool . with cotton aud other
materials combined. To the manufac-
turer who uses only wool free wool
would be a raw material indeed, and
he would welcome it, provided ho
could get free wool without an equiva-
lent reduction in the protective duty
upon Ins manufactured goods. Then
would free wool be exactly whatllenry
Watte r 0:1 has declared that it is of
exclusive benefit to the manufacturer
of woolen gods and ruin to the farm-
ers. But the other class of manulac-turer- .t

ot woolen goods arc beginning
to discover that free wool means souu-thi- ns

very different to them," particu-
larly it "that othor part of the pro-gram-

shall be earned out and all
the compensatory duties bo taken off
of ratuufacfured woolen goods and
only the ad valorem tariff let t.

Springer' Cjaeor Logic.
Those who used wool and cotton

mixed, such a manufacturers of
hosiery and undeiwear and similar
classes of goods, would find that with
wool absolutely free and the compen-
satory duties taken off they would
manufacture their goods at a loss. The
compensatory duties represent to them
their profits. He fixes the date when
the provision shall take effect as Jan-
uary 1, 1S93, mstcad of January 1,
1SPU, as had been at first proposed. The
date is to be uniform both as to the
abolition of the wool duty as well as
tho compensatory duty 6n woolen
goods. Tne postponement of six months
is said to be due to the suggestion from
manufacturers that they desire to have
an opDortunity to dispose of tho stock
of w ol already imported upon which
duties hare been paid, and that this ar-

rangement would prevent any special
advantages to manufacturers who have
bought small stocks, or loss to those
wno may have bought large stocks and
paid the duty upon them. In this
change of da to and the reasons as-

signed for it, Henry Watterson will un-

doubtedly find that Mr. Springer is
still actuated by a desire to benefit the
manufacturers that the people who he
claims will be so much benefitted by
cheaper - woolen clothing must provide
themselves with clotheb for another
winter at the rates under existing law.

Attitude of Mills Friend.
The representatives of the Mills fac-

tion on the committee of ways and
meaus have not given public indication
that they are willing to accept the
Springer policy of attacking the Mc-Kml-

act by piecemeal. Mr. Springer
is playing the part of Mr. Toots in the
mutter of the dates. He knows that
there is no possible chance that bis bill
will become a law, consequently it is a
matter of no concern with him when
ho shall provido a time for its taking
effect. One suggestion is made by Mr.
Springer which snows that he is learn-
ing something about tho tariff and that
ho is adontiur some of the heretical
notions of the protectionists.

They will
doubtless ask him why it is not a good
thing al-- o for American labor to have
tho benetit of the expenditures neces-
sary in the raising of wool. It pro'uably
will bo the republican policy, so soon
as this or any other tariff bill shall Ik)

reported to the committee of the whole,
to offer amendments to make corres-
ponding reductions in duties on all
manufactured article m which the raw
materials arc tied. They consider that
this is the only fair and'logical couth.
