btrlaera aad Felice CatlUa.
A sUet and snow had covered the

sacred tracks, and, preparatory to
starting car, the company brought oa
its aalt car.' The car bad almost made
a trip from one end of the city to the
other when it was attacked by the
strikers aad their friends, several hun
dred in number. A hard-foag- battle,
in wh:ch only fists and clubs were
used, lasted for half aa hour between
the po'.iea and the raob. The latter ob-
tained possession of the car. They
held it until tho afternoon, when the
police succeeded In moving it to tho
stable.

Mere Fixating.
The next round of trouble occurred

at 4 o'clock, when the company at-

tempted to rua out an electric car
with Assistant Superintendent Tom
Lewis as motormaa. Just outside
tho train sheds the car was
stopped by an immense crowd
which had gathered in front of it
There were some detectives inside the
car and a lino of bluecoats 00 the
outside. When the car stopped a cum
ber of strikers male a rush for It
They took hold of Lewis and tried to
drag him over the car rail. Oae striker
took hold ot the controlling lever and
separated it from the car thus disabling
it He started to run away with it and
the police took after him. They over-
hauled hlra in short order and placed hint
tinder arrest Meantime the other
strikers had Invaded the ear and a ter-
rific contest took place between them
and the detectives and police. The
strikers aeized the detcctivea by the
legs and tried to drag them out The
police were put on a fall test of their
muscle and tho battle thus raged for
many minutes, the police finally being
beaten. The atrikera also took the
precaution to blockade the track.

Took Deaporato Chaaeea.
At 4:15 the street car people made a

third attempt to start the ear. One
hundred strikers sprang ia front of it
Some ot them fell down on their faces.
with their hands almost under the
wheels, as if inviting the motormaa to
crush them. The car was stopped just
in time to save life.

Coal J n't slake Xt Go.

Assistant Superintendent Lewis tele
phoned street-ca- r headquarters that
there would eerta'.nly be bloodshed if
he insisted on moving tho car. At 5
o'clock the car was taken Lack into
the barn. The effort to move it wes
abandoned.

T welvo of tho strikers who inter

fered with tho running ot cars have
been arrested. Each gave bond for his
appearance ia , court tavday, with
County Auditor Thomas Taggart as
security. It ia difficult to foreshadow
tho outcome.

Kefesad te Aooapt Arbitration
Tuesday afternoon the brotherhood
