hs treasures.; The house was fairly
lined with them before he secured the
famous Barberini collection, some two
years ago. Several pieces of this collec-
tion were hung last winter on the walla
of the new gallery. They were made
at the pontifical manufactory founded
by Cardiaalt Francois JJarberiai. The
cartoons were painted by Nicopolas
Poussin, and the weaving was superin-
tended br Eiviero. In the lower border
of each is a medallion, supported by
two youthful satyrs. In the medallion
three bees, the emblem of the liarber-lni- s,

are encircled by a wreath. The
wide borders have caryatides, holding
upon their heads vases filled with flow-
ers. The colors are very fine and well
preserved. The subjects are: Leto
metamorphosing the peasants into
frogs; Daphne changed into a laurel
tree when fleeing from Apollo, who
plucks some of the leaves to hind upon
his brow; Apollo guarding cattle in the
valley of Mount Ida, by command of
Zeno; Apollo, as the god of music, with
his lyre delighting' the Muses, and Ap-
ollo flaying the satyr, Marsyas, for
daring to challenge him to a trial of
musical skill.

Among several Flemish tapestries of
the sixteenth century is one from the

Euonsignori pal-
ace, Sienna. It
is about twelve
feet square and
represents, says
tradition, "Char-
lemagnelb m One

Crown-
ing' of Ilia
Feudatories."
Companion
pieces represent
Dane in the bra-
zen tower. In
one Jupiter visits
her as a shower
of gold; in the

UBS. exoROK HTAfJT. other she is seen
caressing her in fanfson, Perseusdield in
the arms of a female attendant. D These
tapestries aro of silk aud wool in a fine
state of preservation and fine colors.
Another large piece of the same period
represents Cleopatra, gorgeously at-

tired and attended by her maids, appear--,

ing before the emperor Augustus. An-

other shows the rescue of Andromeda by
Perseus. In Italian renaissance tapestry
are three especially fine pieces. One

represents the king and queen of Lom-bard-y

at an elaborately spread table in
the open air, waited upon by sev-

eral servants. One shows In gor-
geous colorings, among other things, the
coat of arms of the Colonnas. The third,
quite large, depicts the reconcilia-
tion of the emperor Constantine
with h's enemies. A piece
of French tapestry made at
Beauvais in the latter half of the six-

teenth century, is of silk, about thir- -
