ing of paaalyia or paresis. There may
be a partial paralysis of the muscles of
any part of the body or of the muscles
of all parts of the body. So there may
be a total paralysis of the muscles of a
portion of the body, or a total paraly-
sis of the muscles of all parts of the
body. This last ia often called 'paresis.'

"Now paresis, the popular name of
which used to be 'softening of the
brain.' is the term applied to a stage of
the malady which results in this gen-
eral paralysis. Indeed these synonyms
are worth remembering:

"General paralysis of the insane.
"Progressive paralysis of the iuaan?.
"General paresis and
'Taralytic dementia.
4The peculiarity of paresis is that it

is complicated by insanity, and while J

have spoken of 'softening1 of the brain'
as being the term once popularly ap-

plied to it, the actual fact is that a
paretic's brain becomes, if anything,
hardened, as the surface of the brain
ti&sucs becomes inflamed and congested.

"I do not bold that paresis is an in-

curable disease While the fact that a
patient recovers mny be thought by
some to Invalidate the diagnosis of par-
esis, it does not follow, to my mind, fcr
I believe cures have been effected.

"Paresla is comparatively a new med-

ical term, and in popular parlance ths
word lias not been in use much, if any,
more than ten years, I belrcve,

"It is a disease of the brain tissues,
yon may 6r, of tba'rnind tissues, those
outer portions of the brain in which the
most highly developed cerebral process-
es go on. Thediseo.se baa fortunately
marked physical eymptoms. Fortu-

nately also, it is not hereditary. That
is ono of its pcctdir-rilie- s.

"Al though there rear be a popular
impreesion to that effect. I do cot think
actors have fallen victims to paresis
the accent, strictly speaking, is on, the
first syllable Jn greater numbers than
members cf other professions.'

You
can imagine his ride, down a rough
trail, ' burning with fever, aching at
every joint, but he had to either go, or
die there alone:. He arrived there In-

sensible, hanging' on his pony. A doc-
tor was called who pronounced it small-
pox, and he was sent to the pest-hous- e.

After a more thorough examination, it
was decided that he had the measles,
but he was now ia the pest-hous- e, . and
had to stay .therer After an extended
fight with the measles he, was at last
convalescent, but while In that state he
caught the smallpox and died.
