The Parton faction on Wednesday
made a bold attempt to arenjre the
deafo of their men. They surrounded
the Turner stronghold, but instead of
taking the enemy by aurpriae were
themselves taken in. They were fired
upon from tha Turner house, and Davis
and Jones, two of the leading men of
the Parton faction, were killed. More
than a hundred shot were exchanged
aad some of the Turner faction are
said to have been wounded.

Took Mis Keeaafe.
The murdered men were known as

avowed enemies of lierry Turner.
They had assisted in his capture about
a year and a half ago when he was
lodged ia jail here. Since Turner
made his escape these two men have
been endeavoring to effect his capture.
They had ffone so far at to offer a re-

ward of 8200 for Turner'a apprehen-
sion, and tho outlaw has doubtless
been awaiting this opportunity for his
revenge.

A Dprat Gang.
P.erry Turner is considered one of tho

rno&t desperate outlaws that ever dis-

graced this country. He cornea from
the famous Turner family of Yellow
Creek and has a record for killing rare-
ly equaled, lie has gathered about
him a most desperate gang of moun-
taineers and defies the law aa much
as he does his enemies. Jlis
stronghold is just oa the Tennessee
line. Tho sheriff of Claiborne county,
Tenn., ha notified the oSicars
here that he will furnish a posse of
twenty xan to asiist ia the capture of
Turner and his gan, and the attempt
will probably be made. The outlaws
are prepared for a desperate resistance
and their capture will lie a most haz-
