Derrorr, Feb. 1.—The total erpense
of the supervison and ipspection of
steam vessels for the eighth district
Iast year was $31.481.10. The district
em Detroit, CUhicago, Grand
Taven. lnqam.e Milwaukee and
Poart Huron. The inspector reports
baving gone through 1,085 veasels; S
vessels were buils donog the year and
17 went out of service. He inspected
1,254 bonters, found 33 defective and
condemued 1. Seven steamers found-
ered, |8 bad firea more or lems severe,
and there were 15 collimons; 9 lives
were lost by explosions, 3 by collimons
and 8 by acciental drowning. The
property destroyed by explomon was
valued at §5.000, by wreck $21,000, by
colliston $153,250, and by fire $178,%00.
Thare were 7,004,470 ugers carried
during the year, of which 53246311
passed lhwuzh the Detroit district.
