The news that the suprems court
bad rendered Its decision declaring
Hoyd to be u citizen was first carried
to tiov. Thayer by a reporter.  He was
evidently expecting news, for a sharp
ring on the bel! brought Thayer him-
self to the door limmediately. Fromthe
expression on his face it was eusy to
sea that he knew the reporler was
the bearer of bad news When told the
decision he simply smiled and re-
marked: “Well." During the entire
conversation the only perturbation
shown by him was aslight biting of
the lips He did not wish to be inter-
viewsdl and was uncommunicative.
“Simply say for me,” he said, “that 1
bow to the decision of the supreme
court of the United States.”

The important question now in the
minds of the citizens is, will Thayer
yield the office gracefully and when
will Boyd make a formal demand for
his seat? When the decision was ro-
mored a month ago Goy. Thayer is re-
ported to have said that in case the so-
preme court dedded that Boyd was eli-
Kgible to the oftice he (Thayer) would at
ouce and cheerfully vacate the office.

It is expected that Gov. Boyd will
call an extra seasion of the legislatare
as soon as practicable and will recom-
mend the passage of-the following acts:
To redistrict the state mto legislative
districts, that duty having been peg-
lected by that body atitsregular session;
to redistrict the state into congression-
al districts; provide for the election of
two presidental electors at large, and
one from each congressional district.
This will divide Nebraska's vote on the
president. To pass o maximum freight
bill such as the governor: may suggest
in his message.
