thieving that tho pubiic ought to
know what is the truth of tho matter,
as we know it to be, do submit the fol-

lowing rcDly to the numerous articlts
referred to:

"At a meeting of the P. of I. recent-
ly held in tins city, one A W. Fisher,
alias George Fisher, represented tho
stalled locked out molders and made
statements ot which he could have
known nothing, he having bc;n dis-

charged from the company six weeks
previous to tho d lock out. Tbe
police record of this city shows A. W.
Fisher was arrested May 13 for being
drunk, was fined 52 and costs 3.33, but
through leniency of the court was ed

twelve days in which to pay his
fine, taking advantage of this he left
town. A committment was issued for
him, returnable in ten days, which
time expired befrro the return, which
was after the walk out. We denouuee
as fake his statements that the average
pay of the molders was $.1.50 per day
for only seven months in the year. The
facts m the case arc these. The aver-
age pay of molders was $3 per (day of
nine hours for at least eleven mouths
in tha vear. They might in fact have
werkod more than that, it it were not
for the fact that occasionally some

This was done time after time, re-

that the company locked out these
molders. We know it to be true that
these molders quit work and walked
out for no other reason than tho decis-
