JACKSONIAN POLITICS.

John Fisie Discusses the Man and Hia
'Times.

Tbe fourth of John Fisxe's lectures
was devoted to a consideration of
Andrew Jackson and American Democ-

racy sixty years ago. It was unques-
tionably the strongest lecture thus far
in the course. Mr. Fiske began his lee-tur- e

by discussing the provincial con-

dition of American society between the
close of the second war with England
and the beginning of the civil war,
that being a reaction from the British
spirit of colonial times. This waa the
age of Democratic fanaticism that
Dickens and Mrs. Trollops so caustic-

ally ridiculed th days of spread
eagle oratory and the time when the
ministers thanked God that he didn't
allow them to be born anywhere else.
But tbe swaggering and blustering were
but the bubbling and frothing caused
by the fermentation of a national
spirit.

The lecturer then traced the thread
of American pohtict from the year 1815

to the close of Jackson's second term.
He discussed the circumstances that led
to the election ol John Quincy Adams,
and the political bickcrmgs and man-ipulat;-

that characterized this
per:od. He then analyzed, minutely
tbe personal characteristics tbat ele-

vated Jackson to tbe procidenty.
His peculiarities aa an administrative
officer were briefly noticed. Jackson's
treatment of the civil service question
was declared to be the great blunder of
his administration. Its effect seems
greater by a consideration cf tho fact
that we are still suffering from tbe evils
of the system. The expression "Jefler-sonia- n

democrat" used In connection
with a chronic office-seeke- r as de-
nounced as an injustice to the fte ot
Mor.tice'.'u wbo would have lt them go
hungry before he would have fed them
at the public cnb.

Mr. Fiske entered into a detailed
analysis of the South Carolina nullifica-
tion and Jackson's treatment of it.
