KENT COUNTY BIBLE SOCIETY.
Edltar Grand Rapids Herald:

Borne few days since I read a very in-

teresting articla in your paper, histori-
cal of the Kent County Bible society.
A few more fact may I of interest, to
your readers. This being our fiftieth
anniversary, at stated, it is the inten-
tion of its officers to have a golden
aemi-ce- n tennial celebration in the near
future, and we hope it may be tho great
event of the season. This society is
one among thousands of others, aux-

iliary to the great American Bible so-

ciety, and being purely philanthropic
it is certainly entitled to the sympathy
and benefactions of a Christian public
for the want of that very often our
hands have hung down, but with an
assurance that wo were engsged in a
coble work, we' quietly pursued our
way.

In 1S82 until 'S3, from a detiro to
place a copy of the scriptures with-
in roach of every adult person in the
county, we sent out a colporteur with
instructions to canvass the whole coun
ty. He did a noble and faithful work,
but it resulted in swamping our so-

ciety. At the end of the two years our
treasury was depleted, our depository
closed, and the few books left turned
over to a dry goods box. During the
next year we made urgent appeals to
our parent for a donation of looks, but
as our request was not granted, wo

judged that they thouelit the great
county of Kent had passtd its majority
and ought to bo able to sail its own
ship, A wise conclusion. Wo then
appealed to our own churches, and in

there appeared the following:
To the Editor of tbs Sunday Morulas Eagle:

I notice that Mr. Kruse, in a lengthy
communication to the common council,
asks that the duties of the director of
the poor and the committee on poor be
defined in accordance with the city
charter and the laws of the state. Now,
Mr. Editor, if the fact as alleged are
true, Mr. Kruse has retained in m pos-
session various sums of money almost
from the beginning of bis term of of-

ficeat least according to his own ac-

knowledgement he had funds in his
possession belonging to the city, and
not accounted for on his books, at tne
time he made his first semi-annu- re-

port to the county superintendents of
the poor, iu compliance with the state
law. Now if this rerort was made ac-

cording to his books it was false. And
if his iccoud and third scmi-anmi- t! re-

ports were made in like manner they
were false also, and if so must have
been made to wilfully. Tha state law,
Howell's statutes, is very plain on this
point and the penalty is quite severe.

As the gentleman has asked tuat it
be defined let those who duly it is
comply with bis request next Monday
evening. If the gentleman is innocent
he should receive a public vindication;
if guilty he should bo punished u each
count in justice to the public rrrlfare
and our highly taxed citizens, ai well
as a wholesome warning to ail who
shall succeed to oflico tlist a public
office is a public trust that mut not be

I betrayed. Let there be no quibbling or
dodging behind anv llimsy pretext,
either for political effect or sympathy
for the accused. Justice for thfir
rights is what a patient public demand,
and that is what they will have. The
people will put their stamp of disap-
proval upon any and all who shirk
their duty s matter. Our poor
fund is too costly and sacred to t
tampered witb; nsthing short of a full
vindication if innocent, or tnnishment
If guilt there be, will satisfy a patient
but determined public.
