There were about fiftj fuests in the
bote I, among thein th members of the
Shenandoah Company. Three members
of eog-in- 24 had a narrow escape from
death. They were precipitated into the
front basement by the giving' way
of the grating protecting the base--

ment window. The cellar was a mass
of flames and for the moment it seemed
as if the men mast be burned to death.
They were safely rescued, however, al-

though in an exhausted condition.

The guests in the hotel had Are
escapes ia the rooms ropes with at-

tachments for sliding down but they
were too bewildered to use them. A
rush was mad for tb fire
escapes on Avery place. It took
some few minutes before the ex-cit-

throng could get the escape
in working oiQer, and then commenced
the scramble pwn the rounds. It was
during this descent that Mr. Perry met
with the accident which caused his
death. He either jumped' or was pushed
from tLe ladder when he had reached
the level of the third story.
