And if a man before my
eyes goes down to death in the more
dreadful sense of the won! and I have

.raised no finger to save him, I will be
doomed to a sorer retribution than he,
and to a hell that is more tormenting.
I deserve it. With a live conscience in
me, an open . word "before mo and the
Divine spirit alow in my heart, I de-

clare before God that I would take the
doom of the damned impenitent before
I would take the award of the pro
fessed convert who clutches the hand of
Christ, in bloodcurdling indifference to
the gasping, struggling souls that ore
everywhere about us. It is a solemn
thing to die, but, it seem to me, in
view of the great work laid out for my
self and others, a more solemn thing to

live, in view of what we can make our
life to be in the way of rescuing and
in view of what we can fail of making
our life to be.

If, for instance, we are very anxious
to save the Hottentots it never occurs
to us to set up on our Atlantio coast
some colossal steam gong and sound out
upon it prodigious thumps of invitation
to them to cro&s to our own evangelized
continent. We bring the missionaries
to tho heathen, and not the heathen to
the missionaries. As distances became
less and the candidates for redemption
grew closer home an inexplicable change
came over our ideas and mothods.

If
we do not literally resort to a gong or
to a church bell wc, at least, project a
a church spire high enough into the air
to answer the purpose of an evangelical
placard, and supplement this standing
invitation by inexpensive resort to
printers Ink and newspaper advertise
ment. I will not say, nor do
I deny, that there is propriety in
all this, and advantage, too. My
reflection i only upon the Idea
that that I any kind of a point for a
Christian people to atop at.

Going
no farther than that Is equivalent to
saying to a lost world: " Here i a com
fortablo church, occupying an eligible
ait, ushers at the door, everybody wel
come; now come in and te saved or stay
oo t and be damned.

THE ENGLISH HEDGEROW.

It Is Sapplanted Uere by tbe SpUS Rail
and "Barb Wir.

What most impresses the nature-lo- v

ing1 Englishman while traveling1 in
America is the newness and rawness of
the country, and the almost universal
absence of that harmonious interblend-i-n

of wild nature with human cultiva-
tion which is so charming' over a large
part of England. In these northeast-
ern state the native forest have been
so ruthlessly destroyed that fine trees
are comparatively rare, and such noble
elms, beeches, oaks and sycamores as
are to be found arching over the lanes
and kbading the farmhouses and cot-ta- j-

in a thousand English villages
are only to be seen near a ferr of the
town in the older settled states, or as
Isolated specimens which are regarded
aa something remarkable. Instead of
the old hedgerows with tall elm,
spreading oaks and an occasional
beech, hornbeam, birch, or holly, w
see everywhere the ugly snake fence
of split rail or the still more unsightly
boundary of barbed wire. Owing to the
country being mostly cut up into one-mil- e

square sections subdivided into
quarter, along the outer boundarie ot
which only is there any right-of-wa-y

for aeeew to the different farm, the
chief country road or tracks zigzag
along these ectlon line without any
regurd to the contour of the land. It
U probably owing to the co?t of labor
and the necessity of bringing large
areas tinder cultivation a quickly as

poibl that our system of fencing by
live hedge, growing on a bank with a
ditch on on side for drainage, seen to
b aboltly nnktiown la America,
and bene the ecntnt references ol
English wriW on raral scenery and
enstorr to "the ditch" or tb
hedar," are unintelligible U most Ame-
rican.
