Cond'tions exist in soclety which
from time immemorial bave excited
philanthropista and bumanitarisns.
Many of these conditions are inberent;
thus while it is comparatively sasy Lo
communBicals with ihe poorer classes of
England, because of their iuherited
Eoglish ideas, it becomes & herculean
task among ibe hetlerogeneous and un-
American people who s0 largely infest
our c.ties. Strikes in Englaod are
the result of & demand, not
for bigber wages, but for hviug
wages. Starvalion s no respecter of
laws or persons. Crying children and
amaciated wives excite compassion, in-
ability to appeass this natural want be-
gets unrest, and this unrest ia the
fruitful source of English riotous dis-
turbances. lo America the conditions
and causes change. Higher wages are
demanded, oftmes, not becauss of
more arduous labor performed, not be-
cause of starving wives and children,
but because of & desire to emulate.
Trades unians in England do not bave
the influence or wield the power
trades unions have here. Theresirikes
for the sake of & prineciple, which
frequently 1= no principle, are
unknown. Here we possess an alien
element noknown in Eogland. This
alien elemyent is unfamuliar with our
language, our-institutions, our govern-
ment, our thought. They sre easily
misled and not easily pacified. Com-
ing here as they do with exaggerated
and erroneous 1deas, expecting wealth
without labor, luxury without payment,
they imsgine & wrong is inflicted up-
on them and ushemiatingly engage
in movements, which invanably bring
If American
workmen would discoursge their
movements and accept unavoidable
conditions, many of the labor prob.
lems would be solvea.
