In prodoctiasa of wealth there axe two

principal elements of cost:
1. Wajee It la now established be-

yond controversy that the wage eamera
of tbo United State receasre about twice
aa mack, on the average, aa Engiiah la-

borer receiv for the enne kind of work.
For instance: Official statistic show that
the weekly averages of 103 different
kinds of work, rcyesewtag most of the
important industries of England, are
$3.27 per week, while for th earns 103

kiads of work in the United States the
weekly averages axe $12.05 per week,
almost twice as cinch. Hot if w take
tlx leading Industries, each as carpen-
ters, bricklayers, coopers, hatters, ma-

chinists, maoocs, pointers, engineers and.
many others, we shall find that the
American laborer receives from two
to two and one-ha- lf times as much as
does the English laborer.

2. Per Ceat. of Labor In Prodaction- -It
is jsIm well settled and generally

that of all articles in the prodnc-tie-u

of which skilled labor ia required,
or any considerable ssnoaxnt of ordinary
labor is neooessry, aboat 90 per cent of
th cost of prodneiag them represents
labor.

Keep ta mind these two facts first,
that Ui Kngliah laborer reoerves but
half or kss than half as mnch wages as
duos the AjDoricaua laborer, nod seoond,
that M per cemt. of th cost of produc-
tion is labor and it will be very easy to
see that the English mAsmfactorer can
tarn out his prod actions at mveh lees
oast than can the Asnertcan maxrafac-turc- r.

To iUostrais: Suppose some artids
whioh is in general use ooass the Ameri-
can maker twenty dollars when rosea d
npon lbs market. This tmm isscrades
the labor, the materials sod the profits.
From ths fact that th Engbah maan-faciar- er

pay no more for his maierials
and only half as mason for bis labor, it
is clear that he oan produce the same
article jast as good as the American's
for about half as much, or say eleven
dollars. Totals samlet us add a fair
profit of say four dollars, and if there ia
no tariff duty to be paid thoEngLishtnaa
can plac his article upon oar market
for fifteen dollars, and when th article
is placed aids bf side with the American
product la oar market th Englishman
has a clear adraatago of five dollar
over tho American, and other t&asjs be
in& equal th Englishman will control
the market nay, he most do so. for
customers will not, as a rule, pay an
extra fire dollars for ths sake cf senti-
ment.
