Powers' The Kendals.
It was in many respects a remarkable

audience that greeted Mr. and Mrs.
Kendal last night in "The ironmaster."
Itwaa distinguished assemblage and
thoroughly representative of the city.
The regulsr habitues of the theater
were surprised at the magnificent turn
out, for rarelv is a meritorious attrae
tion accorded recognition here until it
has played as many as a half a dozen
engagements to empty benches. Not
so with these English players and tneir
talented cospany. They not only cap
tured, out . capttvatea tneir auditors.
The ceneral work of the company re
minds one of the excellently presented
nlsvs which were sent out from the
Modison Square theater a few years
ago.

Mrs. Kendal is
very much like unto Agnes Booth.
She is intensely emotional. In her
pathos there is great msgnetism.

There was also in her ror
trayal of Claire De Beaupre the evi-
dence of human and natural forces
depicting to a nicety all phases and
quality of feeling. Who could not be
moved in sympathy with such a soul,
with a heart whose pain and struggle
were so apparent? There is nothing
uncertain, nothing that is not distinct
and cleverly dettntd iu all of Mrs.
Kendal's acting. No matter how rwift
may be the transition from one emo
tion to another, each is nrmiy and del-

icately defined. She is indeed a lady
of rare and attractive graces, and there
is in her aottog a strong touch of hu
manity, and it is apparent that she fully
enters into the soul and spirit or the
character she is interpreting. Ab.
there ia much msgneticm in her
emotion, for it is of a far reaching
qusiity, naturalness describes trie
beauty and force of her acting. Sne
held the mirror up to the nature and
showed the imsge of the strutting
soul, the suffering of a blasted an4 tin.
happy heart. Such was the character
nt work demanded vl her last night.
It was sympathetic, and she controied
the sympathies of her audience
throughout. Mr. Kendal is sn actor of
fine presence, graxeuii, earnrsi ana
conscientious, lie has a finely mo-

dulated voice, and his treatment of
Derblay commanded admiration for it
reserve and dignity.

FREE TRADE IS WEAKENING.

Lord Salisbury Says It Is a Failure in
England An Open Admission.

Lospox, May 19. Lord Salisbury, in
a speech delivered at Hastings, coun
seled the workingmento follow the ex-

ample set them by other nations and sub-
stitute arbitration for the violent meth
ods which were sometimes adopted for
settling labor-dispute- s. Ho said thst a
grave matter in which the prosperity of
the country was involved was the ques
tion oi tree trade.

'England," he declared, ''only main
tains the position which she occupies
by the vast industries exiting here;
huta dsnger is growing up. ruiy
years ago everybody believed that free
trado bad conquered the world and
prophesied that every nation would
follow tbe example of EugUnd. The
results, bowwer, are not what bal
been expected. Despite the prophecies
of the free trade advocates, foreign
nstinus are adoDlinsr protection. They
are excluding us from their markets
and are trying to kill our trade. And
this state of things appear to grow
worse. Yteliveln au age of war tar
iffr. Another important point is that
while nations are negotiating to obtain
each other's commercial favor none is
anxious about the favor of Ureat
Britain, bncauto Great Britain has
stripped herself of the armor and
weapons with which the battle is to be
xoueht.

The attitude we have taken in re
garding it as disloyal to the glorious
and sacred doctrines of free trado to
levy duties on anybody for tbe sake of
anything we get thereby, may he noble
but it is not businesslike. Cheers.
On thesa terms you will not get any.
thing. If you intend to hold your own
in this conflict ot Unas you must be
prepared to refuse nst.oos who injure
you access to your markets.

"We complain most of the United
States, and it is so happens that the
United States maintains and furnishes
us with articles, which are essential to
our rranufacturers. e can not
exclude either without serious injury
to ourselves. 1 am not prepared in
order to punish other countries, to in
flict dangerous wounds ou ourselves.
We must confine ourselves to those
matters wherein we will not suffer
much whether importation continues
or diminishes.

"While we cannot raise the "price of
food aud raw material, there is an en
ormous mass of imports,?such as wine,
spirits, silk, gloves and laces, from
countries besides tbe Uuiled States
which are merely luxuries, and of
which a diminished consumption could
be risked in order to secure access to
tbe markets of our neighbors. I shall
expect to be excommunicated for pro-
pounding such a doctrne, but I am
bound to say that I think the free trad-
ers have gone too far."

SESSION OP THS COUNCIL,

The Bid of Hayes & Sons for Street
Bonds Accepted.

A special meeting of the council was
held last evening for the purpose of
hearing the report of the ways and
means committee on awarding the
1200,000 street improvement bonds. On
motion of Alderman Turner the report
of the ways and means committee was
read. The committee recommended
that the bonds be sold to the banking
bouse of V. H. Hayes & Sons of Cleve-
land. O., provided that they would
furnish bonds in the sum of $5000 as
security. On motion of Alderman An-

derson the report of the committee was
adopted by a uuanimous vote. Mr.
Fleischman, agent for Hayes A Sons,
appeared and asked that his firm be
allowed to take the bonds in install-
ments of $50,000 as they would find it
difficult to piece so large a sura as the
whole amount at one time and in one
place. He proposed to take the first
$50,000 at once, the second in thirty
days, the third in sixty aud the fourth
in ninety days. He said that his firm
would pay accrned interest on the
flSO.OCO worth of bonds not imraed.
lately taken so that the city would be
the gainer by the scheme as it would
be drawing 5 per cent, accrued in-

terest until the last installment was
taken ninety days from date. He said
that if tho plsn did not please the
council Hayes A Sons would call m the
whole amount of the bonds at once.
