Ghastly Find in the Austrian
Silver Mine.

OYER 360 BELIEYEO TO BE LOST

The Later Investigations Disclo More

Startling Catastrophe Th Stu- -

dents Were Killed.

Viesjca, June 2. Later investigation
into the mine honor shows a greater
mortality than was supposed on yes- -

terdsy, when it was thought th full
horror of the accident was realized.
Of the 500 men at work in the mine
when the fire started but 143 can be
found. The other 360 are undoubt-
edly dead in the mine.
Besides the working men,
five pupils and an instructor
in Prezibram school of mines, who
descended the shaft an hour before the
alarm was given, are missing. The
young men went down with the in-

structor, as was their wont for the last
few weeks, to study practical min-

ing. All five were about to be
graduated and were taking the course
in the mine preparatory to their final
examinations. . Their familits have
been notified, and the fathers of two
have gone to Prezibram from Prague,
and the fathers of the other three are
expected tonight. They were summoned
merely to identify the bodies of
their sons, as all hope that
any of the imprisoned will be gotten
alive has been abandoned. Most of
the men were suffocated, it is thought,
before the flames reached them. In one
narrow gallery fifteen charred trunks
were tennd in a heap of ambers,
but tnch cases of cremation aeeoi to
ruve been the exception. The bodies
have been laid out on pine boards
under a temporary lean-t- o against the
the hill. About twenty.five have been
identified, but more than that number
are still unclaimed.

MURDERED BY A PRIEST.

An Italian Woman, Whose Husband Is
in America, a Victim to Jealousy.

Rome, June 2. The material for an-

other Cavelleria Rusticana might be
culled by some budding Mascagni from
the evidence which has just been beard
in a court at Montano during a trial
ending in the sentence of a priest to
twenty years penal servitude for the
murder of a young woman of that
place. The victim, Nicoletta Cito by
name, was married, and her husband
bad gone to America to mate hi for-
tune. Meanwnile the young grass
widow was overwhelmed with atten-
tions from would-b- e lover attracted
by her beauty. She waa apparently
only annoyed by these attention
and affected a life of severe
piety, attending church at every
opportunity in order, it wa said, to
discourage the unwelcome attentions
of her aumirers. Unfortunately, how-

ever, her beauty had a baneful effect
upon the priest, young Father Delucca
with whom NicoUtta's visit to. the
church brought ficr into frequent com-
panionship. Delucca soon fell madly
in love with her and she seems to have
flirted heartlessly with him for the

Delucca discovered the deception,
and, furious with jealous rage, he
traced the lovers to their trystmg place
and surprised them. He fell upon
them furiously and attacked them
with a bludgeon- - The man contrived
to escape alive after a severs beating,
but Nicoletta received such serious in-

juries that she died two days afterward
having in tho meantime denounced
the priest as her murderer. The trial,
which has just closed, was the occasion
of great excitement among the people,
and the sentence of the accused to a
iong term of imprisonr.ien twas receiv-
ed with cheers from the crowded court
room. The fact that a still more severe
sentence was not pronounced i due to
the provocatien which the woman had
given the murderer and to the circum-
stances that he was a priest, there be-

ing a very strong sentiment against the
extreme penalty leing inflicted upon
one who had worn the sacred cloth.

First of Her Kind to Enter the Pacific
Ocean Around Cape Horn.

He went away,
but retraced hit steps afterwards to
his wife's side and shot himself
through the head, falling across her
dead body.

Horrible Butchery by a Monster Hus-
band in Kentucky.

Lesikotos, Ky., June 2. Mrs. Aus
tin Porter, the young wife of Austin
Porter. 44 years old, ha been murdered
by her husband. The couple resided in
Carver county, 100 miles east of here.

Chtcaoo, June 2. Secretary of the
State Board of Health D. P. W. Reilly,
today received returns of flood 'losses
from nineteen Illinois counties, more
or less a fTec tod by the Mississippi val-

ley inundstion. Of these the most se-

In
these two counties there is an area of
166 square miles nndfr from two to ten
feet of water, S,000 acres of culti-vste- d

lands are damaged to the amount
of tlW.000.

It is estimated that it
will require at least $30,000 to support
the most needy of these people until
they can again become self-sustai- n ng.
