gentleman was forced to subside. A
communication from the Woman's Re-

publican associuton of the United
State?, presented by Miller
of New York, was read amid applause
and the association recognized as an
auxiliary to the republican party. Mrs.
J. Ellen Foster of Ohio, the president
of this association, was invited to the
stand and the unusual spectacle of a
woman addressing a republican na-
tional convention was witnessed.
