Asked if his nomination was a
surprise, Mr. Reid said: "1 assure you
that I had no expectation of being
nominated. .When I was apprised of
the fact last night I was - very much
surprised.

John G'iUou, a cr. tary luf th- Judsou
Manufacjiurmg company, accompanied
by llarryj Morrison, a clerk, wa going
to Emeryville, where the factory and
rolling nulls of the company are lo-

cated, toipay a month' wages to the
4vAJ employes who work there.
Tne money was in two bag,
$15,000 in gold io one and
51,000 in silver in another. Gilson and
Morrison were both armed, but s

covered them aud theywjie
obliged to deliver up the treasure.
As 000c as the robbers got possession
of the money th-- y left the car and en-

tered 1 dilapitated bugy drawn by
im old hore. Gi bou aud Morrison,
who had no chance to defend them-
selves, drew their piidols and tired sev-
eral shots at tho fleeing robbers before
they reached the buggy. One of
the meu is supposed to have been
hit, for he was seen to stagger toward
the buggy and was assisted into it by
his companion. They tnen drove rap-
idly away. The man whose face was
blockeueu is supposed to have been an
employe of the company who had dis-

guised himself for fear that the secre-
tary, who has been iu tne habit ot pay-
ing the men off, might recognize bun.

The thirty or more passengers iu the
car had hardly realized what had been
taking place before the robber were iu
possession of the money and were
making their escape. As soon as he
could get back to Oaklaud Gilson went
to the office of the chief ot police and
described the crime and its perpetra-
tors.

Substitute Prepared by the
of the House.

WAsnixcTO.v, June '11. A
of the world's fair committee of

the house haa prepared a aub&titute bill
for that now before the committee,
providing for government aid to
the exposition.
