The Sherman Street Improve-
ment Will Stand.

A SUPREME COURT DECISION

Sustains Him in the Point of Order Raised
at Tuesday Night's Session of
the Council

Mayor Stuart yesterday filed his firsd
velo since taking office. It deait with
the action of the council 1a voling o
reennsider the resoiution for tue grad-
wg and graveling of Sherman street,
from East stroel L0 the east ciiy luniia.
The resolution was passed February 15,
1892, At the session of the council
Tuesday evening Alderman Hauser
moved 1o reconsider the resolutios on
the ground that a sewer was being
bailt in Sherman street, sod thal the
property owners slong the line of
the proposed improvement wished
it postponed untl next year. Alder-
man Dregge said that it was not troe
that & majority of the frontage wished
the ymprovement postponed. Alder-
man Gilden said that 1t would make
taxes on properly orners in the vicin-
ity too beavy il the improvements
were uot postponed. A vols resulted
10 & majornty for reconsideration. The
mayor took the ground that as a five-

smxth vote was required by the charier
t0 pass the resolution, a five-sixth vole
would be necessary lor reconsiders-

tioan. Today he found  that
the osupreme courlt has (Lwce
E:.-ad upon such cases, and

deciared just s0  many

voles Becessary to carry & motion for
the conmderation of & resolution as is
absolutely necessary for passing the
resolution itself. The casesino question
are found in 47th Michigan, 226, and1n
60th Michigan, 190, .
Robert's Rules of Order, which 1s
xmud by the sldermen not sustaining
e mayor, says that only & majority 1s
necessary to reconsider, but the council
must govern itself first of ull by the
decimions of the supreme court. The
mayor gives as his reason for the veto
his belief that many of the aldermen
scted under & msapprehension of the
law, and bhe considers the veto the
quickest way of bringing the matter
before the council fsr tinal settlement.
