The upper strata pro-
duces nee red brick, of good temper
with little mixing. The lower strata is
what is known as "leaf" clay, is solid
and heavy and of a bluish color.

FUN AT THE LAKE.
Prof. Alfred Curtiss Will Start a

Series of Balloon Ascensions
Tonight.

Hot? Yes, it's hot; and everybody is
asking everybody where to go to keep
cool. The great majority of Grand
Rapids citizens cannot get out of town
if they would, and to those who work
all day Reed's Lake in the evening is a
paradise. What is more pleasant than
a ride through the cool, shady streets
with plenty of wind to drive the heat
away and make you com foi table? And
now comes the additional attraction of
a balloon ascension and parachute
drop for every evening this week, to be
made from the pavilion grounds. Prof.
Alfred Curtiss, who broke his foot at
Alger park last spring, is the aeronaut
engaged, and the first trip will be made
tonight at 7:30 p. ro. This means an
early start. The professor will also
make trips Friday, Saturday and Sun-

day evenings, but if you want to avoid
a crowd go tonight or tomorrow.

BARNUM'S GREAT PARADE.

The Streets Ought to Be Cleared to Pre-

vent Accident.
On the morning of Tuesday, August

2, starting from the show grounds
promptly at 9. a. in. the gret Barnum
A Baily f1,000,000 parade will be given
free upon the principal streets ot the
city. It eclipses anything as a great
spectacular pageant that has ever been
presented to the public, and there
ought to be a universal effort made to
clear the streets of horses and vehicles
along the line of procession for seyeral
excellent reasons.

1. In order that all may enjoy the
sight of the spectacle with an unob-
structed view. This refers principally
to the ladies and children, who are in
the majority, and a single vehicle, with
one or two horses along the curb, im-

pairs the pleasure of tiny or more peo-
ple. The historical floats in the spec-
tacle represents many of the principal
event in the early history of the United
States, being vastly more expensive and
elaborate than any of those seen in
any Mardi Oras or Veiled Prophet's
procesiion aud the people who really
own the streets have the right a good
viw without being ha nip. red or an-
noyed by hore s and vehicles.

2. Horses are apt to get frightened
at the unusual signts in such a demon-
stration, particularly at the led animals
viz., zebras, camel aud elephant, and
if they become unmansgable aud run
away the damage they may da in
crowded thoroughfares is incalculable.

3. If they do cot run away their
antics in prancmg and capering alarms
and detracts the attention of ladies and
children, causing unneary panics
which could be avoided if horses were
not there at all aod ' under all circum-
stanced they should not be.

4. W'luie the parade it is true is an
advertisement fof the show, it must be
remembered that it is a costly and
elatx rate affair presented free to the
ffoo'e and io community in the world
could or would expend the amount it
involves to present it to its citize ns. In
v.ew of these facts and to reduce the
danger of accidents to a minimum the
managers expect that the authorities
will meet them half way and give them
clear streets to move through.

5. The matter of clearing the streets
of horses and vehicles is a very simple
proMf m. The parade starts from the
show grounds at 9 a. m. aod the route
of the procession will he in the hands
of the city authorities two or three
hours nrior to its assembling before
starting. Twenty or twenty-hv- s min
utM prior to the start, officers could go
in advance or be stationed alone its
line of march and order all drivers of
vehicles to remove their teams off the
street.

6. Because every other city has done
this service for the people of their com-
munities this season for the parade,
many having city ordinsnces comixl- -

ling the strees to be cleared for the
pasasge nf any. street processional dis-
play of msgmtnde.

There are quit a considerable num.
ber of people who thoagntlsMly drive
around on occasions f this kind un- -

conscious of obstructing the views of
their leuow cttuens, wno wonld leave
their learns at home if prorr attention
is directed to the inatur. There w:U
he but little ef any kind of bueina
transacted during the hours of the
parade aad for the pleasure, comfort
and safety of the throngs of pplewho will deir to witness the sr lsu'ikl
moig panorama, ell onrs of horses
aod vendee ought to kftp them out of
the way.
