Ths
hugs machine, or merry-go-roun- d, ss
it is otherwise called, is of sack im-
mense proportions ss to attract wide-

spread attention from ths mechanical
prublsas involved in its construction
and operation alone, but iu attractive-
ness is brignteaed by ths rich draperies
and artistic decors tions with which it
is tnmmftd. Like ail machines of s
similar kind, it consists of s whirling
platform sheltered by a comical can-
vas top. The interior is a maacfof crye.
tat braid and fringe, with elaborate de-

signs in gold, silver and silk upon costly
draperies.

Ths machins is 50 feet in diameter,
will seat 108 persons and moves at the
rate of nearly a mile a mibute. It is
