GOV. BUCHANAN ISDENOUNCED

For Commuting the Sentence of hing.
Cicveland Is in It—King Escapes
the Angry Mob.

Meurims, Tenn., Avg. 10.—Thisafter-
noon Chief of Police Davis received a
letter informing byum that Col. H, Clay
King would be taken from the jail to-
night and hanged or shot to death by a
mob. The latter also stated that pre-
parations were on foot to form such &
mob aa would be able to storm the jail
uo matier what force would be placed
behind the bars. The north-bound

Newport News & Mimsisuippt Valley
train stopped 11 the rear of the jail and
Colonel King, in company with his son
Naughton, quickly emerged from the
prison and got on board.

Ktorm of Indignation,

Governor Buchanan received letters
and petitions [rom Senators Carlisle
and Blackburn of Kentucky, Voorhees
of Indmana, the two senators from
Texas, Congresaman Culberson and the
entire Texas congressional delegation,
uiso W, .

Other petitions were received from
Governor H , (rovernor Francis, ex-

Governor Buchsnan w being roundly
denounced and there 18 some aniavor-
able comments on the part taken by
Senator Harris, Grover Cleveland s
wlso mized up in the business. The
widow of ex-Lieutenant-Governor King
of Kentucky, H. Clay Kiog's sister,
who married ber covsin, wrote to Mr.
Cleveland 1 to the matter and
Mr. Cleveland in his reply said he had
ouly superiicial anowledge of the case
but from what he knew hoped that
the death sentence would not be exe-
euted. Mr. CUleveland's letier was at
once forwarded %0 the governor, and
this afterncon when Mr. Cleveland’s
action became known he also was
soundly denounced.

me so mueh sad ‘relief that I have en-
tirely volantarily. written these lines.”

Concerning the arrest of Dr. Scudder
and the cocurrences on Sunday, Feb-
ruary 7, Dr. Montgomery says they
tended to excite Dr. Scudder and un-
settle his mind.

The sickness i and
Gertrude's futher died of the fever
two weeke ago and was buned the same
night. Morrow, whose health is badly
shattered, brought the little giri to her
former home. She has been badly
stung by msects and is under a phyai-
cisn’s care.
