Alexander's Death Mask,

When Hamlet said that Alexander
diad, Alexander was buried, Alexander
returneth to dust, he overlooked the
fact that Aleasnder's dust, instead of
being convertad into loam to stop a beer
barrel, was proserved from corruption
by the process of smbabuing snd from
external injury by being cased in the
wost precious of metals. Pettigrew, in
his “History of Egyptisn Mnmmies,"” says
of the death mask of Alexander that it
wns u sort of chase work, and of such a
patare that it conld be applied so closely
to the =kin as to prescrve not only the
form of the body, but alto to give the
expression of the features to the coun-
tenance.”

He does not quote his authority for
this statement, but it is unqnestionably
derived from the scconnt of the desth
and buriul of Alexander written by
Diodorus Sieulus, who said: “And first
a coffin of beaten gold was provided, so
wrought by the hammer s to answer to
the proportions of the body. It was half
filled with aromatic spices, which served
85 well to delight the sense as to prevent
the body from putrefaction.” Then fol-
lows u deseription of the funeral chariot,
and of the long line of march from
Babylon to Alexandria, whers Angustus
Ciecnr gaw the tomb 209 years later, bat
there is o reference to a mask of Alex-
ander's face in gold.—Lauvrence Hutwn
in Harper's.
