I he liealtti tsjard seems to be woi k.ng
very slowly and is getting rattled
by the various demands made
upon its time. A v gorous hunt
is being made for new cholera cases,
but tne actual developments are
slow, and the bacter.o o.cal experts
who conduct the examinations are
snail-lik- m sizing up the suspected
cases. Two days is about the quickest
time in which tney have heretofore
made up their minds regarding the
character of tne cases called to their
attention. Ttiey were four days In
finding that the first victim died of
ttie cholera. Jenkins, iu sp-t- ot his
ettreme nervousness and conviviality,
Thick one night last week led to a

wild tour of the newspaper offices, is

rjnick to act sometimes too quick
and his DTPtdiliOO in dealing with sus-

pected cholera cases renders the de-

crepit movements of the board ot
health exasperating.
