ANIMALS' VIEW OF MEN.

Thay Fear the Savsge More Than the
Civilized Belng.

Savage man, who has generally beea
first in contact with animals, Is usually
a hunter. and therefore an object of dis-
liks o the other hunting animrls, and
of dread to the hunted.  But elvilized
man. with his supply of bread and beef,
is not necessarily . hunter, snd it is
just eonceivable that he might be con-
tent to leave the animal in a newly dis-
eovered country unmolested, and econ-
deseomil, when not better employed, to
wateh their attitude toward himself,
saxys the Popunlar Science Monthly.

The impossible island in “The Swiss
Family Robluson,” in which half the
unimals of the two hemispherss were
collected, would be an ideal place for
sch pn experiment.  Hut, unfortun-
stely, nninhabited islands seldom con-
tain more than a few species. and those
wenerally birds or sea beasts; and in
newly diseovered ganie regions savage
man has generally been hefore us with
his arrow, spears and pitfalls.

Somne instances of the first contact of
aniwals with man have, however, been
preserved in the accounts of the early
voyages collected by Hakloyt and
uthers, though the hungry navigutors
were penerally more intent on victual-
ng thelr ships with the unsuspecting
| hiensts and birds, or on noting those
| svhich would be oseful commodities for
| “traffoke,.” than in eultivating fricandly
| relations with the animal inhabitantsof
