MUST OBEY ORDERS.

Soldiers Cannot Be Punished For Acts
Commitnted In the Line of Duty.

Areaxy, Sept. 18. The general opin-
00 here 1o nationsl guard circles and
at headqguarters is that if Folice Com-
missloner Mergenstein of Buifalo at
tewipts 10 arrest any of the opational
guardsmen in New York they will at
once be released under the provisions
of the cods that makes the men not
liabla for any deed committed while
under arms and acting under orders.
Treas sections of the law are quoted:

“Whrenever any portion of the forces
of this state be ordared to assemble un-
der thes authority of the commander-in-
chief in fime of war, insurrection, in-
vamon or public danger, the rules and
articles of war and general regulations
for the government of tho army
of the United States shall be considered
in force and a part of the military code
of thia state.” —Military code E, seec.
153, “Whenever a soldier obeys thie or-
dor of his superior olficer he 1 justi-
fied by law in so doing. Obedisnce to

| prders 18 & part of the law of the land,”

A vioauon of this order subjects the
punshment.
Acts done in obedience to military or-
ders will not subject the soldier to civil
sr eriminal  hatwlity —witness military
laws.’ Asasoldier ‘anot hable for his
