Siamens twina” who are about o be
exhibited all over the warld, and par
ticalarly at the Chicago falr. These
twins are pretty girls, who bave besn
taaght o play n-v.r-.xi musical instru-
ments, to qlny and even to dance
Theg are joined together as were the
Siatiese lwm.s but the junetion Is of
bone, and oot of skin and flesh merely,
as waa the case of the Slamese twins
This junction, wo, Is four luches long
sod about four {aches wlde, resembling
somewhat the form of a hump, and this
keeps thelr chests and little stomachs
apart. With this difference they are as
weéll formed aa any other child, even
down to their pails. Of course they are
foreed to stand facing one another, and
their four little hands either rest an the
polnt of janction or are placed on each
other's shoulders They stand as if
leaning on one another, and walk in
& peouliar manner, the one advancing
pushing the other buckward, or both
moving sideways, and as a matter of
courss locomotion is very slow.

When they sit down their legs are
doubled under them in & way sugges-
tive of pain and discomfort. They cat
scparately, but both feel hungry at the
same time, and when they le down
both fall ssleep together.
