Ambroso Rundell Died Yesterday at tbe
Age of 96.

Ambrose Kundeu wno naa Dcen a
resident of this city for the last twenty
six years, died in his residence, at No.
3o6 South Union street yesterday after
noou. ajred 93 years and 4 months
He died of old age. He bad been con-
fined to his bed for' the last few
months from weakness, resulting from
a general breaking down of body and
mind. He bad been a man of remark
able vitality and health, and retained
his faculties with the strength of one
who had not succumbed to ttie ravages
of old age. He was born in Great Bar
rinet'n. Mass., June 6, 17(Jd. In 1S02
