New York World., She has been con-
nected with The World ever since.
During the fisst year she did all around
reporting.  Her special out of town as-
signments includel a trip through the
Virginia and Tennessss mountains,
which she made on horseback, accom-
panied only by & negro guide, sleeping
in the cabinsof the mountaineers by
odght, and identifying herself with theiz
home life as closely as possible.

The work om which she made her
reputation was the publication of The
World's “True Stories of the News,”
one of which appeared in The World |
every worning, They were chronicles
of the happenings in a geeat city, and
ranged from the hamorons to the deeply
tragie. The preparation of these arti-
cles ook Miss Jordan into the hospitals,
police stations amd police courts, the
morgne and the great east side tene-
ments of New York., She soon became
known to the majority of the city of-
Beianls, who were very helpful to her in
gathering her material. One night she
went to the charitable hospital on Black-
well's island to write up the death of a
consnmptive. She sat by the side of the '
dyivg woman from 6 o'clock in the

evening nntil twenty minutes pnst 9 | E

the next morning, when the patient ex
pired. Another time she wont to the
morgue at midnight to find the body of |
a baby whose purents could not afford
to give it burial, and which had died in
their arms on the street as they were
uking it 1o the hospital. Her story of
this baby bronght in enongh money to
bury the child in Greenwood and to
make the parents comfortable for some
time to come.
