PRETTY FLOOR CUSHIONS,

Floor cushions whers the floors are
waxed and rugs are used are as popular
as they ars useful aod pretty. To
make them take two large squares of
burlaps and in the center of one of
these squares sew securely an uphol.
sterer’s spring with twine and an up-
holstering needle. 1o sddition to this
sew four springs that are » litile small.
er than the one already used, one near
each corner about twelve inches from
theone in the c:nter. Then pack
curled bair around these springs until
they are covered and lay on the extra
piece of burlap and sew the edges lo-
gether. Over the upper side place s
thin layer of wool and cover the whole
with strong unbleached muslin. The
cushicn is then ready for the fancy
outer covering. It should be finished
Al the edge with a cord.

UTILIZING COLD MEAT,

A new way to utilize cold meat
usuuslly welcome to the average house-
keeper. The [ollowing isreally an ap-
petizing dish: Livne a dish with minced
potasoes and set in the oven unul
thoroughly browned. When the pota-
toes are done hollow out the center
and fill mith eold meat that bas been
munced, heated and seasoned. On the
top lay four eggs nicely poached in
brown gravy. Screen Lhe whole with

linely chopped parsley.
