Horrible Scenes at the Execution of Eu- -
rana Cnmnon in Pn

Par, 'Dec lft. Eugene Crampon,
the murderer of two men, this morn-

ing paid the penalty for his crimes, and
the canaille that gathered to ace his
execution greatly enjoyed the spec-
tacle afforded by the miserable, row-ardt-y

wrelcn as he was literally car-
ried to the guillotine. The execution
took place in the Place de la Eoquette.
At exactly 7 o'clock the prison door
swung inward and the procession ap-
peared. Crampon, who was in an
agony of fear, was supported by ward-
ers and accompanied by a priest.
After walking a few feet Crampon
raided his eyes and w the guillotine.
With a territ-l- shriek he threw himself
backward and fell to the ground.

It tecame necessary for the exrcu
tionei' assistants to 1. ft Crampon to
his feet, and they were compelled to
carry him to the guillotine. While
some of the assistant supported him
others quickly bound him and threw
h.ni aga.nst the bascule. Even then
he did not cease his struggle. His
contortions were terrible, but they did
not last long. Th was
dropped into place and the asiatants
shoved it forward until Crampon's
neck rested in the lunette. Then
"Monsieur de Pans," attired as usu.il
in the conventional frock coat and silk
hat. touched toe spring bo.diog the
knife, the bright title fell and Cram-'pon'- s

bead dropped into the open bas-

ket awaiting it.

ENORMOUS SALES OF COTTON

The Shipment of Gold to Europe Scared
the Speculative Markets The

Price of Whisky Advanced.

New York, Dec . X G. Dun A
Co.' weekly review cf trade will say:
The shipment of 13,000,000 gold to Eu.
rope early thia week baa caused some
nonuoal apprehension in speculative
markets. It is true that the gold it
demanded by Austria under such cir-

cumstances that an exceptional pre-
mium is paid for it, but neither Aus-

tria cr any other country could draw
gold from the United States at present
unless there were heavy sales of Amer-
ican securities by France.

The export of breadstuff, cotton,
provisions, cattle and petroleum in
November amounted to $72,669,392, in-

dicating aggregate exports of about
190,000,000 per month and an excess of
merchandise exports over imports not
less than $.0,000,00;). At the same time
silver has been going abroad in large
amount. At Boston general business
is steady, cotton mill were never better
employed end trade in woolens is
heavy, while in boots and shoes busi-
ness is eminently prosperous. Grocer-
ies are active at Philadelphia and trade
in jewelry and glass and paints 1 fairly
satisfactory, but iu dry goods some-
what dull. Holiday trade at Balti-
more is encouraging and there is a
growing demand from the south for all
classes ot products. At Pittsburg the
demand for manufactured iron is
somewhat less urgent, but the output
of pig iron increases and trade in glass
is fairly active. The shoe trade at Cin-
cinnati is satisfactory and collections
are fair.

lllg Holiday Trade.
Trade is active in dry goods, grocer-

ies, crockery and holiday articles and
fairly good in other lines, and general
business exceeds last year's 10 to 15

per cent at Cleveland. At Indianapo
lis business is comparatively quiet, and
at Detroit dull. Trade at Chicago is
especially active in holiday linos and
collections are good, with not as much
need as usual for loans in ordinary
business. The St. Louis holiday trade
is remarkably jarge. The great im-

provement here! in rye is felt in the
growing shoe, dry goods, saddlery and
tobacco business.

Milwaukee's business is larger than a
year ago, and at St. Paul and Minne-
apolis fairly good, though collections
are backward. The lumber trade is
very active. Trade at Omaha is very
active, and at Kansas City decidedly
greater than a year ago. Business is
especially active in dry good, grocer-
ies and hardware at Sioux City, with a
good demand for ' money.

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KICKED IN THESKULLAND RIBS

The Jackson Swede's Slayer When In-

toxicated Telia of Horrible Treat-

ment the Insane Man Received.

Kalavazoo, Dec 16. A disclosure
has been made here by an asylum at-

tendant, Daniel Nevitt, regarding the
death of William Kneugueu, the Jack-
son Swede, on December 1, who bad
been in the institution only three days.
Nevitt, while down town last night,
drinking and carousing, stated that he
had occasion to restrain .Keneuguen,
and that he knocked bim down twice
in the hall and jumped on him and
kicked him in the side. IIe also said
that when it was discovered thatKneu-gueun'srib- s

were broken, ne fixed up
a story with the attendant, who knew
of the altair, it being agreed that he
should bay the ribs might have been
broken by setting him into a chair and
that the a tendant should si y nothing
about Nevitt being implcateq.i

When tli ) jury d cided tija Keneu-
guen came to his death from injuries
received before hecanie to the institu-
tion he felt that he wa set clear.

Vleats Otmr tke Id- -

'I knocked him down," said Nevitt,
"and when ha came forward to meet
me again you never see a man go in
such a heap as he did. I did not pro-
pose to have him come again, and I
kicked him until ha called for mo to
quit."

Dr. Edwards, the superintendent,
was anxious to have the matter sifted
to the bottom, and stated that if what
Nevitt had said could be proven to be
facts be would turn him over to Sher-
iff Downey. Nevitt was brought upon
the carpet, after an order bad been
sent to him that the doctor would go
where be was if he did not report.

He admitted talking, but denied that
he had criminated Ihimsclf. Dr. Ed-
wards does not believe the facts, as
Nevitt slates, bat hi discharged him
from the institutionjand Dr. Ostrander
stated that he believed the proper
thing to do would be to turn him over
to the deceased man's relatives. Nevitt
was given his walking papers and stated
that he did not think he could expect
to remain.there.
