began earning a livelihood at the ago
of 12 years, luring out as chore toy in
a lumber' camp two miles south of
Cedar Springs on tne old ttate rtaJ.
1 i ia daily duties began at 3 a. in.,
when he was expected to rise, build
all the tires in the nun's and cooks'
sr.anties, awaken tho cooks and team-
sters, carry in all tho water and wood
required, shovel out roads through the
snow to the stables, and at 9 o'clock go
to "the Cedar," as it was called, for
mail and to execute other errands. In
remuneration for these small and
pleasant services he received his
board, which, however scanty and
coarse, was liberally seasoned with
kicks, ; cutis and curses, no one feeling
too poor to contrinute a share toward
tho chore boy's enjoyment in that par-
ticular whilo things went right, but
when they, didn't he was simply over-
whelmed with these evidences of the
afFprtinn mid rriirtrt in Which hn wn
held. He was subsequently employed, .... T

oy me iaie ucorge n. n one in a saw
mill on Kogne river at $8 per month,
and was still there when the civil
war broke out, when he enlisted
in the .First Michigan engineers,
with which command he was identi-
fied during four years and four months,
tho last year on detail at General
Sherman's headquarters, under Gen.
O. M. Poe, chief engineer of the depart-
ment.

Mustered out m 1865. he returned
homo and went to work cutting log in
tho lumber woods. Jn 1SG0 ho scaled
logs for Hackley & McGurrin, on the
Muskegon, and the next year was em-

ployed in.gimilar work for Johnou &

Siockbridgc, on the Kalamazoo, near
Saugatuck. He was subsequently in
the employ ol various lumbn men un-
til 1870, when, leaving William T. Pow-
ers & Son, ho engaged .n businos for
himself, buying and selling lands in
Michigan, Wisconsin, Minnesota and
the southa calling which he still
prosecutes with vigor and success and
is besides interested in several manu-
facturing enterprises ami the breeding
of blooded horses, owning, with his as-

sociates, one of the most famous Ken-

tucky stcc.k farms. He is a director of
the Gtinu Folding lied company and
cf the Peoples' Savings bank, presi-
dent of the Grand Kup.ds Horsemen's
association, and f The
Grand Ilapids Herald. Mr. Leathers
ranks with tho most liberal promoters
of public institutions, public improve-
ments, and every movement looking to
the. growth of the city and the devel-
opment of her material interests.
