_ WATER AND SEWERS

Few cities in the countiry possess the
patural advaniages possessed by Grand
Bapids inm regard to draloage. The
sewer systems of the city is all that
could be desired in the terntory
reached by it. The extension of ihe
city limils brought mmto the city many
miles of unimproved snd unsewered
stroets, and in certain sections thickly
settled neighborboods. The board of
public works will use every means io
ita power to exiend the waler maing
and sewers 1nto these distriots. The
amount of water maina and sewers ex-
tended into theso districts the past sca-
son is & credit to the board and s grest
benefit to the whole city. The proba-
bilities are that this work will be vig-
orously pushed in the ocowming year.
The water works plant of this city is
not surpassed in equipment by the
plsnts of any city of ils size in the
country, The pumps are the best
manulactured and are of sufficient ca-
pacity to furnish a city of nearly
double the population of Grand Rap-
ids. One of the problema that is durly
brought to the attention of the board
of publio worksis the matter of de-
ciding where the greatest need exists
for ext:nding the water maina. Peti-
tions come in for exiensions faster
than the board is able to comply with
them, and it is sometimes difficult to
determine which petitioners are in
greatest need. It will take some years
to furnish wator and sewers to all the
outlying districts, but the more thickly
settled placea will be supplied first,
and all will be reached as rapidly as
pussibile.

FEDERAL REVENUES.

When the democratsare comfortably
settled in full control of the govern-
ment they will find it necessary to in-
crease rather than diminish the reve-
nues. The report of the secretary of
the treasury shows that the McKinley
bill reduced the revenues to s point
almost equal to the expenditures. At
lesst the margin is a0 small that it
leaves very little room for theoretical
experimentation in free trade schemes,
Arn compared with 1890 it is found that
the duty collected on dutisble articles
importad increased from 44.41 to 48.71
per cent of their value, while upon
free and dutiable the decreass was
from 20.12 to 21.28 per cent. The
free merchandise increased , from
$£2686,000,000 to $455,000,000, while
the dutiable merchandise imported de-
creased from $507,000,000 to $355,000,-
000, The importations of sugar and
molasses relieved of duty increased
over $41,000,000, and coffee $30,877,000.
Thoe decreasa in dutiable sugar and
molas=es was $£52,000,000, acoounted
for by the large increase in free sugar.
So it will be seen that to tax sugar and
make wool free the same relative con-
ditions will follow, except that the
farmer and sheep owner of the north
and west will suffer from foreign wool
importstions and the southern sugar
cane grower will bs denied his bounty,
given as an impetus to remewed indus-
‘wl
