ONLY A PIECE OF GLASS.

aloTtnc tho Oreat Teleseopo TLeas at
W'akbtajctoa.

There was a very plain but very sub-
stantial looking pine box tied up with
numerous coils of rope and nailed tight
at all points lying yesterday morning
on the floor of a dingy and deserted
room at the old naval observatory, says
the Washington Post.

The observation slit in the revolving
doma had been closed and the great
tube of the big 26-ln- equatorial tele-
scope wa3 swung around and hung de-

jectedly alongside of its pedestal
The old workshop of the

government had been closed up for
good, and ia tho pine box on the floor
was all that was valuable of the old
telescope, tho great h lens, some
two hundred and fifty pounds of quite
ordinary-lookin- g glass valued at $30,000.

It was the last of the apparatus of the
old observatory that was to be carried
up to the new station on the heights
above Georgetown, and there to be
fitted to anew tube that is being manu-
facturedby Wagner & Swasey, of Cleve-

land.
The task of removing the great lens

to the new observatory was one of the
most delicate pieces of work in connec-
tion with the transfer of the station.
Tho glass was packed In a special case
wedged into place with folds of soft
paper placed with regular intervals
over its surface and allowing for ex-

pansion by heat, as in that case a
tightening box might 'pinch" 'the
glass, and change the perfect image
which it now gives.

This inner case was packed in the
outer heavy box with plenty of soft
packing in between the two and then
loaded carcully upon a thick mattress
in the bottom of a spring wagon.

It was tied in place with several
ropes, and rolls of packing were
wedged between the box and the
edges of the seat; and then, with three
men sitting around it to prevent any
possible slip, tho wagon started off at a
funeral pace, which was maintained
till the precious case was fairly landed
at tho new station on the hilL

WHY JENNY LINO RETIRED.

Am lsttnata FrUod of tha Stager Gives
Uia Trua Reason.

C One matter which must be of Interest
to every lover of dramatic art, and
which has been an enigma to many
people, is now for the first time dealt
with by one with authority to discuss
tho question, says a writer in the Cen-

tury. Why did Jenny Lind quit the
stage at the moment of her greatest
glory, and many years before her un-

rivaled powers had begun to suffer any
decay? Some have perhaps reluctantly
accepted the widely-prevale- idea that
she had come to regard the dramatic
profession as an unholy thing which no
pure-soule- d woman could remain in
without contamination. Happily this
notion can be. entertained no longer.
Her intimata friend, Froken von Sted-Ing- k,

with reference to it says: llany
suppose this resolution to be the result
of pietism, Jenny Lind is as God-fearin- g

as she is pure, but had pietism been
the cause, she would not herself have
gone to the play, which she declared
she liked to do, to see others act." The
fact is that to appreciate her motive for
leaving the stage is to understand the
whole character of the woman. Her
distaste for it seems to have begun with
her first great European success and
steadily grew as her famo spread. In
1840 she had lived for ten years a life of
incessant hard work on the stage; yet
in the following year she wrote from
Paris: "Life on tho stage has in it
something so fascinating that I think,
having once tasted it, one can never
feel truly happy away from it.' But
in 1S4G, just after her transcendent suc-
cess in Berlin, the idea of leaving the
stage had not merely occurred to her
mind, but had already become a fixed
determination. Among the dominant
notes of her character were lovo of
home and craving for domestic peace.
Thi craving was to a great extent sat-
isfied while she remained in Stockholm,
and especially during tho time she
lived with the Liadblad family. But
when her destiny drew her in relentless
triumph to Berlin, Vienna, Copenhagen,
London, her domestic instincts were
wrenched and tortured, and she found
no compensation in all the glitter of
her succesa. "I am convinced," said
Herr Brockhaus, In April, 1345, 'that
she would gladly exchange all her tri-

umphs for simple homely happiness.
That was the secret of the whole mat-
ter: And so she formed the resolution
to quit the stage forever, a resolution
in which she never wavered from 1S43,
when it first took definite shape, till
she carried it out in London in the sum-

mer of 1849.
