CURVED DESIGNS SOUGHT

By All Furniture Buyers Now in the
City.

Curves, curves, curves, predominate
in the patterns of the furniture being
exhibited here this year. Everything
is curves. The straight lines and sharp
angles have been merged into soft out-line- s

and graceful bends. The techni-
cal name of this pattern is the rococo,
and the visiting buyers bow down be-

fore it, even as the Turk bows to the
stranger within his gate.

Heavy and lattice carving art also
noticeable, especially oa chairs. In
fact the chairs are noticeable by the
profusion of carved work which
adorns them. Even chairs are
being made in the pervad-
ing rococo pattern, the heavy
straight-backe- d fifteenth century chairs
having proved too extreme for the
most straight-backe- d people.

Yesterday more buyers arrived and
the business transacted was correspond-
ingly larger than on previous days, and
was fully up to tne expectations of the
firms represented. However a large
portion of the buyers are not oa baud
as yet, having been detained by the
furniture dealers convention ia Chi-

cago.
Although many lines of medium and

low priced furniture of the, lighter
variety are on exhibition, , several
"pat" lines of "hot" goods are already
unpacked. Among the goods shown
are priu suits in mahogany and
gold, maple and gold and all gold,
which are of exceedingly handsomeand
rich qualities. There are also shown
styles from the era's of Louis XIII,
XIV and XV, empire and rococo, and
exquisite blendingsof Marie Antionette
and Louis XVI, which two styles from
the same era are blended with a nicety
that pleases the aesthetic eyes of the
buyers. Most of the massive carving
is done by hand and the upholstered
furniture is covered with exquisite
satin damasks, brocades and livonias.

All through the exhibits a tendency
towards delicacy of design and elabor-
ateness of finish and lightness of gen-
eral make up is shown.

Fine lines of Turkish furniture,
Roman sofas, aivans and spring rock-
ers are shown.

Of all the artistic and handsome dis-

plays made, probably none can equal
'.he exhibitions of onyx cabinets, tables,
banquet and piano lamps. A trip
through the rooms filled with beauti-
ful onyx and brass designs is like a
trip to fairyland.

The onyx used comes principally
from the Tecah and La Amalia mines
in Mexico, and is probably the best
found in the world. It comes in all
colors, but opal white with cream, red-
dish or green tints and markings are the
most popular varieties. Occasionally
is found a piece that is a lovely opal
color with cloudy effects, which is
among the most beautiful effects.
The onyx tables and cabinets are among
the highest priced goods shown in the
market, some cabinets ranging as high
as $400 in price. They are greatly
prized, not only by lovers of the beau-
tiful and tasty, but by antiquarians,
who prize them highly on account of
their ancient historic connections.

The general sentiment among furni-
ture men is that the sales this year
will equal those of a year aeo and each
one expresses himself as highly satis-
fied with the business done so far.
