"Your world's fair souvenir half dol-

lar reminds me of a singular incident,
said Ralph C. Watson, of London, in the
hearing of a St. Louis Globe-Democr- at

reporter, "During the
queen's jubilee all England wa
flooded with jubilee coins. The
largest denomination was a five pound
terling gold piece, and from that down

to a farthing--
. After the jubilee all

those special coins that found their way
back to the Rank of England were taken
out of circulation, and 'before it was
generally known that this was being
done ninety per cent, of the coins, I
fancy, had found their way into the
maw of the old lady of Threadneedle
Btreet.

"I waa among the few who had sense
enough to keep a bet. I had a five-pou-

6terlinjj piece, a sovereign, a
a crown, a

a half-crow- n, a two-shillin- g bit,
one shilling1, a sixpence, a fourpence, a
threepence, a penny, a half penny and
a farthing. They lay idle in a box in
my dressing-cas- e fo nearly four years.
I thought uothinj of them until one
day last summer, having bu&iness in
Glasgow, I went there. Here the jubi-
lee coins were a great rarity, and I
found that my collection, which
amounted to seven pounds, five shil-

lings, six pence, ha penny,
would bring something, like twelve
pounds.

"Now, thinks I, I'll just malce that
five pounds like a wink, to I tele-
graphed my wife to forward the box of
coins to me by express at once. The
next day I got a letter from her inclos-

BY REFUSING TO MAKE EXHIBIT

President Weatoo Is Gnavously Disap-

pointed Over the Turn of Ahsus.

What Ouuiiets Say.

The Hon. I. M. Weston was some-

what wrought up lt evening over the
action of the furniture men iu deciding
not to make au exhibit at the world's
tair. In praing about it he refrrrd
tw.te to sheo , w.th maraed emphasis
and Vigor. He did nut say shrol, how
ever. He used the old vers on.

'Of cour;," be said nervously chew-
ing a Havana, 'ihw furniture nun
have th right to do as they piea
about the matter. Rut 1 wish they had
decided to make the exhibit. Of course
the space tney were assigned i bdly
cut up by girders, but the gallen are
high tweoly-tw- o fet. I think. Every-thin- g

is n such an immense scale that
they do not look so high. I hope that
we can yet get the space
and that the furniture men will recon-
sider their action. Mr. Allison has
been forced to give up on account of
his health aud the work: has virtually
h;u tutned over to his assistant.
That msy have made some
dilference in the managements,
although it was an exceedingly
ditlicult matter to assign the space.
There was more space asked for just
furniture exhibits alono thau there
is in the entire building."

It was evident that Mr. Weston felt
keenly disappointed over the matter.
The furniture exhibit had been the ap-
ple of his eye, and he had fondly
hoped that it might be the crowning
glory of Michigan's display at the ex-

position.
When asked.if there were any possi-

bility that the furniture men would re-

consider their action, C. W. Black said:
"I don't think there is. The fact of

the matter is, it is too late for us to pt

t make an exhibit, even if we
had the best space in the building. If
this matter had been decided three
months ago, as we tried to have it, we
could have gone on and made a credit-
able display, even under adverse cir-
cumstance. But as it is now we have
only ninety days to make the furni-
ture and get it to Chicago, to say uoth-in- g

about arranging the drapery and
getting the furniture into position. It
takes three months to make a piece of
high grade furniture, such as we should
wi.h to take there. It takes thirty
days just to finish it. Some of the
leading firms of the city have announc-
ed that under no conditions will they
attempt to make an exhibit. 1 know
we hall not."

The action of the furniture manu-
facturers in refusing to exhibit at the
world's fair is causing union comment
among furniture men in the city.
Nearly alt think the action was .ft wise
one, while some express an opposite
opinion.

Sam Steinegerof Chicago said yester-
day: ''They ought to ahow over there.
They have been crowing around that
they are the great and only and now
they should go to Chicago and prove
it."

I. Ashley Dent, of Dent A Daggett,
Chicago, "lthink it a wise action.
The idea of not giving Grand Rapids
morespacoia preposterous. Why it will
put Grand Rapids at the top. Over
600 foreign buyers will b here, and it
will open a great foreign trade. The
people from over the water have all
heard of Grand Rapids, but none of
them really appreciate the extent of
the furniture industry here. A visit to
the immense factories will be a revela-
tion to them. Visiting buyers will of
course reap a proportionate benefit,
but the effect on the city cannot bo
overestimated."

A Natural Cariosity That I Fonod In
Nerstda.

A most remarkable tree which gTOws
near Tusoarora, Nev., is described in
the Popular Science News. The witch
tree, as the superstitious Indians call it,
grows to a height of six or seven feet,
with a trunk whose base is three times
the size of an ordinary man's wrist.

It has numberless branches and twigs,
and resembles somewhat the barberry
indigenous to certain regions in the
eastern states.

The truly wonderful characteristic of
the tree is its luminosity, which is so
great that oa the darkest night it can
be plainly seen a mile away. A person
standing near coa!d read the finest
print by its light. Us foliage is ex-

tremely rank, aud its leave resemble
somewhat those of ths aromatic ba3"-tre- e

of California in fehape, bize and

The lnminous property is due to a
crummy substance, which can be trans-
ferred to the hand by rubbing; together
with it p'.iosphor escent light, while the
light on the leaf disappears. The lu-

minosity is thought to be due to a para-
sitic growth.
