In support of the presumption that
there was no agreement, it wat thown
thtt England had been for a year or
so quietly, but industriously, making
inroadt in the islands, and creating a
feeling among the people of that coun-

try which wat harmful and extremely
prejudicial to the interests of the
United States and her citizens, who had
invested their money in the enterprise
that were developing the islands and
inrreaiinic their trade and commerc?.
The matter will, m donbt. bo before
the senate in ihi usual way in the
course of a few days, and an extended
debate will h the result.

It would involve consequences
that the United States would not care
to meet, and which its long settled
pol.cy forbids it to assume.

Uai navigation oc quarantine; tho
uostal and telegraph terviCe, except aa
hereafter 111 tiot act menttoned with
retpect to tho transuitasion of letters
and telrgrauit in Ireland; beacons,
incut houses or sea marks; tho coinage;
the value of foreign money, legal ten-

der, or we:g!its and meaaures; or copy
iuiit,p;ttni ngots or other exclosivn
r ghta to the use or profits of any worke
or invention; the lmpotdiou, or any
legislation relating to the duties of
ctittum and duties of exercise, as de
lined in the act.

A sub clause retains to the imperial
