Iaalmosi all localities wa caa very
eaaily hud water enoush in the ground
to supply a private family of nva or
lea praoaa; but whan wa coma to a
pubiio supply tnvolvmn the needs of
6,o0 or 600.COO people, it ae;ms a very
ditfereat problem, and yet it ia differ-en- t

only in relative proporti n, and it
is rarely that wa hud the obstacles to
eucveaa ineuruoun table.

Many ot our otiea ara today poison
in; ineir people through the agency of
corrupt pubiio watrr supplies, devel
oped iu partial or total aisregaru 01 an
natural law aad principle. Many other
cit.es with water supplies ample in
quantity and perfect in quality often
wantoniy corrupt these perfect supplies
w:ia notoriously bad water npoa every
little fancied emergency and thus keep
tbe healtu and livrs of their people in
con slant danger. Tbe city of Jackson,
w th a moM excellent public supply of
tbre mtilioa gallons of water per day.
while her average consumption is only
half this amount, yet turns tha water
ol a foul d seasa germ laden stream
m'--o the water mains and service pipes
o! All her people, perhaps fifty or one
hundred unit a t ar, or as 01 tea as
they have a firm. The only necessity
lor this terrible and inexcusable mis-

management it entirely due to the low
grade of mechanics and engineering,
aa exhibited ia the development and
arraugement of tha Jackaun water
works system.

UurnI ratbtle OClrlAla.
It is doubtleae true that the great

majority of our officials on boards of
pubiio works are honest men, and asm
to aerva tha people faithfully. Tha
chief trouble arises from the people
themselves electing persons to serve
upon such boards who hare bad no
experience whatever in life to qualify
them for tha work they are called upon
to perform. A man may be a good
shoemaker, merchant. lawyer, doctor
or minister, but th chances are that
none of these ara in the slightest de-gr- N

acquainted with the mechanics
and engineering involved in a "pubiio
works" development. Occasionally
some of the least 0 mpetent of these
classes are put ia positions of authority
upoa such boards, and assuming to
know more then the best and moat ex-

perienced, will work worlds of mischief,
leaving the poor, dear, foolish people
to tar the burden and foot th. bills.

Doubtless the most striking instance
01 ineSiCiency. gros mismanagement
and reckiass v. asta of almost matchless
natural advantage is afforded by ruy
noma ci.y tvaiAmazoo in tae mi.n
agtment of ber public water works ays
tern. I should preler not to ua tan
caae ia illustration, could the aamq
end t accomplished aad tha sain
go' d be done otherwise, because every
thing conuected with the Kalamazoo
tasa ia ia some degree personal to my
self. I'.ut it is only the public good
that I d?s:ra to promote, aad this
means tbe Kalamazoo public good as
well as the general public gooi. In a
care like this the plain, unvarnished
truth constitutes what may Us
called "heroic treatment," ana
auca treatment is the only pcsaib.a
way to reach each cases, and do anv
good.

Kalama zoo has one of tht finest pub-
lic waUr supplies in the known world,ana yet this water aupply is so man
agd as to be oft-time- s wsLl-mg- l
worthless.

In the Kalamazoo and Jackson sys

tems too water press are in the mains
never excetds an average of thirty
pounds unlets especially called for and
worked up alter the alarm is given.
This low pressure is never efficient or
satisfactory ia any branch of the ser-

vice, lu these works if the pumps
stop a single moment, at any time, the
entire service in every branch is in-

stantly dead until the pumps start
again. In tha Ypsilanti type of worka,
the pumps may stop at any time lor
six or eight hours in erery twenty-fou- r,

and yet every branch of the ser-
vice goes on precisely a if the pumps
were running. Indeed, this is pre-
cisely what does happea everyday at
Ypailanti. At night the pumps
are always shut down ana the
entire pumping power transferred to
the electric dynamos, and thus runs
the street lights cf the city.

The Ypsilanti type of "public water
supply" as far surpasses the Kalama-
zoo and Jackson types in economy as
in efficiency. The Ypsilanti system,
with its perfect service, reaches a pay-in- g

basis-i-n three 'years. Kalamazoo
and Jackson, with not better than a
hfth-rat- e service, are stilt, at the end
of twenty-thre- e years, toO.OOO behind
each year.

Tuefe cases ought to convincingly show
how very important and necessary it is
to adopt correct principles in the plan-
ning, construction and management of
our public works, aod especially as re-

lates to "public water supply." Ypa-
ilanti, at the end of three years, is
directly supplying 75 per centcf her
enure population with water
from the public' works and
everyone is satished with the
aervice m every branch. In
Kalamazoo and Jackson, after twenty
three years, only S per cent of the
Ieopl. are aupplied from the public
fource, ana very few of these are eatis-lic- d

with the service. These ccs
ougnt to clearly show the importanceand necsssdy of good engineering and
good management in this field of pub
lic work. That satisfactory results are
1101 otaerwiae possible, l have freely
used the three above-name- d caes ia
illustration, because 1 am perfectly ac
quainted with every detail in each of
tboe cases, and I believe the public
interest demands this information, aud
that it is the clear duty of the engineer
possessing it, to furnish it. Ia the
main, all the defective points cited m
the Kalamazoo and Jackson casr s will
apply to every work ia the country r f
that typ, and it is the duty of every
true engineer to do bis utmost in eradi
eating these defecta.
