A guardian who has the personal care
of & child 18 called the guardian of the
person. and one whe has charge of the
property is the guardian of the estate.

The conrt may separste the two guardisn- |

shipe and apoint diferent guardians

The duty of the goardian is to manage
the alfairs and property of his ward w
the best of his ability, and when the
term of the guarlianship sxpires by
the Infant atteining his majority or
otherwise—*o give an acconnt of his ad-
ministration and of all property he has
had in his hands,

“Minors” or “infants” are all persons
under the age of 21 (except that in a few
of the statem women are of age st 15),
but there is a distinction made at 14,
An infaut over the age of 11 can have n
voice in ch osing his guardian and can
in sotoe cases sue or be saed in his own
name.

When there are notices or pmpers of
any kind to be servad upon the parties o
a legal proceading, the infants most be
wservod s well as othors, and in the casn
of infants under 14 two copies of each
peper muet by porvesl, ane upon the par-
ent or guanian and ooe personally apon
the ehild itaclf. Even in the case «f &
ehild too young not only to nnderstand
or to read, Lut even to nutice the pajper,
thin double survics mast Te made and a
capy of the paper pot into its bands, a
rule which strikes one s ntuosing, but
the theory is that the younger the chald
the more protection it nesds

There la certainly still o degres of in-
fnatice to women in the laws relating to
the contral of their children and the ap
potnimeont of gnardians for them in the
grenler power given to the father, al
thoagh the ohildren's interests are as
safe, freqaently saler, in the hands of the
mother than of the father

In & faw of the states—in lowa, for
example—the fathor and mother are
Jolat nataral goardians, and apon the
denth of one the other bevomes sole
guardion  Cenerally, however, the fa-
ther may appoint by will any one whom
he choumn to be gnardian of the - hikd, not
