A heroic effort was made by
the firemen to save her, but she wa
tlead when found.

The blind woman was terribly
burned, while the other woman died
frm sufTocation. The baby was alive
when taken from the burning building,
but died four minutes aflerU'ing rescued.

The injured are: Dr. Carl H. Von

Klein, face and hands burned in rescu-
ing inmates. Mrs. J. H. Miller, who gave
the alarm and jumjod from a second
story window. tdly bruised: Mrs. F. M.

Mrs. Kolton, however, was down
town on a shopping tour. The
cause of the fir is unknown,
although it originated in the basement,
near the furnace.
