ita arrival the coming of the repreeenta-Uve- a

of the Spanieh nation by a few
hour, but ita formal entry into tha city
waa deferred uatil thi afternoon when
th business of th day waa far enough
advanced to enable millionaire and
wageworlcer alike to turn out and un-
cover in the presence of the viaitor from
the Quaker city.

Met ax Grand Crossing.
Little of pomp and ceremony marked

the reception of the duke of Veragua
and his party, but these waa a tru
western heartiness andearnestnessatiout
the welcome that made him feel at once
that he was at home and in the house of
hia friends. Long before the .time
scheduled for the arrival of the ducal
train at tha Indiana-Illinoi- s border the
reception committee from thia city waa
ia waiting at Grand Crossing. They had
gotten up with the lark and 7 o clock
saw the apecial car flying outward on
tha Pennaylvania road to meet the in-

coming train. In the party were W. K.
Curtis, representing the department of
atate; Senior fl Dunuy de Lome, com-
missioner general from Spain to the ex- -

Kit ion; lloUrt C. Chattield Tay lor.
consul in thia city; President

IC W. Palmer ami 1resident II. X.
representing respectively the

national commission and the local direc-
tory, and one representative each of the
federal, state and city government and
tha citixen' committee of reception.

Cheered by Thoauands.
' The second section of the Columbian
express and to which the special car
Ampbion waa attached, in which the
distinguished foreigners were quartered,
reached Grand Crossing shortly after 9
o'clock. There was a stop of a moment
to enable the reception committee to get
aboard, aad then the engineer opened
the throttle and the train sped like
lightning toward Chicago. Tha meat
ing between tha world fair irpreaenta-tiv- e

and the duke'a party wa entirely
informal, the odciaj welcome being re-
served until., tha city waa actually
reached.

The train reached the Union depot at
10:15 to the moment A Urge crowd had
assembled and a rousing cheer shook the
big barn like structure even tafore a
single one of those on the special car
could be discerned save the grinning
darkies who stood on the platform. The.
crowd pressed forward on the gates, ami
would have forced ita way inaide and
taken the train by storm had it not been
for the opportune arrival of a detach-
ment of police, which cleared a way
through the throng and kept it back at
a comfortable distance. When the ducal
tarty had alighted from the train Pre!-len- tJ Palmer extended hia hand, and

again grasping that of the duke, form-

ally welcomed him to the world'a fair
and the world's fair city.

Ilia iiraoe Affected.
The duke kept a tight hold of the

senator 'a hand during the few momenta
occupied by the address, and Ihen
wringing it heartily, ei pressed in a few
chosen words the honor, pleasure and
gratification which it gave him. not
merely as an individual, but aa a citixen
of Spain and a humble descendant of
the discoverer to final himself welcomed
within the border of a city with the
great nesa of which he waa alreaaly to a
small ettent familiar.

When the formalities were over the
visitor anl committee formed in line,
the police made a pathway through the
crowd, and the prticeesion passed up the
big flight of steps into Canal street, the
sppearance of the duke in the otn air
being the signal for another outburst of
cheering from the crowd of 4.000 or 5.000
