Public Light.

sena, at ita expiration, shall advocate ita
renewal or ita abrogation, and it will
devolve upon the aldermen who were
elected thia apring to determine thia
Biatter before their terma of office shall ex-fir-

and it ahould be determined at an
early date, to that if it ia thought best
for the city to operate ita own plant,
everything may be put in readinesa to
touch the button aa soon aa the present
contract expiree. The report of the city
electrician, recently filed, shows a steady
iicrease from month to- - month in the
per cent of light furnlahed, and I am in
clined to think that the difficulties

at first reaulted from the sys-
tem not having been understood or put
ia proper running order. I believe,
however, that the employment of a city
electrician waa a wiae economy, aa it haa
enabled ua to know how the contract
waa being filled and to assert our rights
from an intelligent standpoint when tha
contract waa not being complied with.

Support of the ifuor.
The inclemency of last winter brought

forcibly into view the difficult aocial
problem presented by the sufferings of
the poor and their relief through mu-

nicipal agency. How to alleviate the
burdens of the indigent and not in the
self-sam- e act furnish bread for the in-

dolent how to mitigat privation and
not by the self same process propagate
iiauperisin,

these are problems that have
solutions. The laudable

efforts of several of our prominent citi-
zens in the direction of organized char-
ity merit our highest commendation.
They are bright, with the promise of
permanent efficacy. Yet our city, aa a
municipality, cannot abdicate ita
"powers, duties, obligations and liabili-
ties' ia thia direction. Our charter de.
vote but a short title to the subject,
which, however, clothes the council with
ample power to provide, by ordinance
or otherwise, for the adoption of "such
a system for the support and care of the
poor aa they ' may at any time deem
Lest." And yet while most of the
branchea of our city government have
been expanded to meet ncccrmtics aris-
ing through growth and progress, in the
matter of support of the xr, we ad-
here to a system but little differing
except in the volume of its disburse-
ments) from that which wa tilluhrvl
at the beginning of our carter tvi a city,
and which, with occasional slight modi-
fications, has prevailed ever since. Let
us give this department thoughtful con-
sideration and bring it up to date if ioe-sibl- e.

Public lark.
Like flowers of the forest, ntmt of the

contents of park funds vunirli at the
coming of winter, the John llall park
fund alone, thi year, presenting a sem-
blance of perennial blosnom. hxpendi-tur- e

from these funds, ami all other,
ought to lie so governed and regulated
as to avoid exhaustion of the year's ap-
propriation beforo the next year s appro-
priation begins to come in. I took occa-
sion last winter to criticise the manner
of keeping park accounts, and 1 cow
suggest that a separate appropriation
bo mads of the amount necessary for
the cleaning and protection of each
iirk. and if rpecial improvements are

sought to bo made in any one park, that
an appropriation of the necessary
amount be made for that purpose and
the work he let bv contract, when it hap-
pens to le of a kind that can be reduced
to specifications, ami that each park ac-

count le charged with its own proper

The Klaawcwa.
Tha annual report made by our citytreasurer Indicatea a tinancud condi-

tion somewhat mora favorable than that
which waa disclosed one year ago, at
which time several Important funda ex-
hibited balaacea on tha wrong aide of
tha account In consequence of these
advaraa conditiona it waa found neces-
sary early ia the year to resort to tha
expedient of temporary transfers from
ether funda for tha relief of overdrawn
accounta in anticipation of revenue
thereafter to ba derived from tha pro-
ceeds of annual taxation, an expedient
which it ought not to ba necessary to re-
sort to at all, and if at all. only in ex-
treme cases, for it ia liable to deceive us
into the belief that the fund haa abund-
ance, when in fact it ia bankrupt The
amounts in this manner temporarily
transferred have bevn from time to
time restored as speedily as the condi-
tion of the indebted funda would ad-
roit; but the process of restitution re-
maina incomplete, and upon thia coun-ri- l

devolves the duty to accomplish its
final completion. The inability to effect
full restitution of these transferred
suma within the same year, during
which the necessity for making the
transfers became imperative, waa due
taalnly to unavoidable appropriations
for other purposes, and eepecially to
the large amount of fTV.::!, which it
waa found necessary to devote to the
Iyment of a matured contract on and
about the police headquarters building,
ami the similar amounta of 12,071 Jfl and
173135 to the Madison avenue and
sixth ward engine house fund.

It ia our plain and
immediate duty, however, to devise and
apply any remedy within our power at
the beginning of thia season's work, and
the method indicated above of having
tha condition of each fund rejorted
when closed would, in my opinion,
anon lead to a correction of the difficulty
aa far aa possible.

Tha number of local public Improve-
ments to be undertaken appears to in-

crease each year, and. indeed, it can
hardly ba otherwise in view of the pros-
perity of our citisena and the annual
growth of population, and more eepe-
cially in view of tha demands of resi-
dents in the new territory which waa
recently brought within tha city limits.
In addition to losses resulting from un-
der estimation of incidental expense, if
any auch there be, tha contingent fund
during the past year haa been aubjected
to heavy urafta for interest on a'

ordera left outstanding beyond
the four-mont- h limit It ia not permitted
to include in tha amount cf any special
aaaeaament any sum to meat changes of
this clause, because it ia not anticipated
that any such will accrue. Our only
safeguard, therefore, ia to prevent tha
accruing of intereet on ordera by prompt
action in relation to tha assessment and
collection of special taxes, so aa to pro-
vide meana to pay contractora' ordera
within tha four-mont- limit

I repeat what I have aaid once before:
1 desire now again to call tha attention

of all officera who are intrusted with the
expenditure of any of the city'e funda to
the necessity of studying carefully tha
condition of tha funda with reference to
auch expenditure. Kxcept in extra-
ordinary caaea tha annual appropriation
to each fund ahould ba the limit of ex-

penditure of that year out of that fund,
and a thorough knowledge at all times
of tha condition of auch fund will be of
great advantage in entering upon every
work involving expenditures."

Our city charter ia not a book written
for entertainment to be taken up and
laid down at wilL Ita plain provisions
cannot with lmpunity.be permanently
and persistently aWegarded. The
meaning of ita terma in title five in rela-
tion to taxes, funda, revenue and expen-
diture, ia unmiatakable. The adoption
of each annual budget covers an implied
contract with our taxpayera that money
raised by taxation shall be applied
strictly to the purpose for which it waa
asked and obtained, and that expen-
ditures in any one year ahall not exceed
in amount the several suma aet forth for
the several purpose named in tha list
of appropriationa for that year.

" Aaaeaament Ilolle.
I am informed by membera of the

board of review and equalization that
the rolls for local public improvements
for the past year are about completed
and that they are now ready to proceed
with the aascsamenteof the current year.
It rests with the members of thia coun-
cil to see that the necessary orders
directing aernenta are promptly
passed and placed in the hands of said
board.

Opening. TTIdenlng, and Extension of
Streeta.

Hi on record in the ancient history
of our city that the taxpayers of the past
were aubjected to heavy charges in con-
nection with the opening of public
streets through private property, and in
connection with the widening and ex.
tension of established streets. While
the practice of awarding to owners of
property taken heavy damages, to be
aid out of the general fund of the city,Ita fortunately fallen into disuse, it re-

mains true that ,the general and con-

tingent funds are heavily charged an-

nually with the expenses of proceedings
to condemn land for street purpose.

It should lie kept ia mind that no por-
tion of the court jurv, witnee, publica-
tion and officers services and expenses
nor of the eipensr of making the aees-men- t

roll to provide means wherewith to
par damage awarded, can be included
in the aaeeesment roll aa incidentals in
the amount aKMcd upon the property
benefited, but only the bare amount
awarded for the land taken. The aggre-
gate of such incidental eipensr ia large
and makea serious inroads upon the
treasury. It would appear, therefore,
that proceedings of thi character ought
not to be instituted in any ra unlee
and until every reasonable effort shall
have liecn maue to secure br voluntary
conveyance a grant of the premise re-

quired for street purre. which in
m't instance can well t afforded by
partie interested, and by proper effort
on the part of the alderman r

suitable person, I believe could be ob-
tained.

Improvement Itnftd.
Our state legislature ha granted addi-

tional borrowing powere to raise nvmey
f r the purpose of street improvements
and sewer construction. Whether this
will prove to ! gol policy remains to
le seen. Borrowing money is much the
same with a city a an individual, and is
liable to ft carried too far, but in any
event the money when obtained, hoold
1 devote 1 strVitly to the purpoe for
which it wa raiwl. and not oei for
any other purpr.ee, even temporarily.
It eecna to me adrtaMe that the pro-
ceed of bctnds issued nndrr thi clause
rf our charter sbouM. for the mot part,
b ilevoted to street improvement rath-
er than in ewr?T constriction. fr the
reason that in most instance sewer
tave are so small in amount aa to render
unnecessary the ue of the instalment
method of payment, and are spread over
such large dttrtrt as to make their

by instalment unnecessarily
laboriooe and very uncertain.

The fruit of lelMni table energy on the

Oficera are elected one
after another, often with little adapt-
ability to. or experience in the depart-
ment to which they are callel, and they
try to follow In the footatepa of their
predecessor, and thus the syatcm of a
city of 10,000 ia perpetuated to a city of
100,000. A little money expended to put
every department in order would be
wisely expended. All the old filee and
papers scattered atout in the garret
and io out of the way place ought to
be hunted up, looked over and filed in
the proper office. All the file and
papers in the clerk's office ought to be
rearranged, classified and properly in-

dexed. Books ought to be opened and
kept, ehowititf hi complete - history tit
every piece real estate owned by the
city. All this cannot c done by the
ofticers in their several departments
without additional help for a time, but
the amount of the expenditure for auch
help would be trilling compared with
the convenience it would afford and the
satisfaction of having everything in
order.

Finally, gentlemen,' let me caution
each of you against getting the idea
that you are to legislate only for your
ward and that you are to get everything
you can for it. regardleaa of the general
good. This spirit will often induce you
to grunt favors to brother aldermen
without much consideration, expecting,
of course, to get favors from them in

and the taxpayer foots the bilL
He attentive, watchful and fearless in
regard to every iteta of business. Kach
year's added growth of our city adila to
the magnitude of our reaponaibility aa
public officers themof.

License.
The law and ordinances contemplate

that certain claseea of business shall be
licensed, and as all annual licenses begin
with each municipal year, and the rule
heretofore has been to make applica-
tions for licensee to the new council, and
it takes three or four wceka to get the
applications acted upon and the bonds
approved, hence during such time these
classes of business, aa a matter almost
of necessity, have been allowed to con
tinue without license, aa it would seem
a hardship to shut them up when thev
have done all they can to comply with
the law.

I would suggest that hereafter the
rule lie established that all applicationa
and bonds b presented to the old coun-
cil in ample time to permit of their being
examined and acted uon prior to the
opening of anew municipal year, so that
nothing will remain to I done but to
hue the licenses at the proper time,
and that no one l allowed to continue
a business at all without a license, ex-

cept jierhap under some excusable cir-

cumstance.
Flushing Sower.

I am informed that we have several
miles of sewers in w hieh there is no run-
ning water except such as cornea from
the various houses connected with them
and from the streets.

I would recommend that the commit-
tee on eewers make themselves ac-

quainted with the location of such sewrra
and see that they are frequently and
properly flushed.
