If
there be a republican majority in the
legislature and a few of the republicans
of a city wish a bill paaned. which the
majority of the citizens do not favor, it
would tie impossible to lobby it
through. I am using this only as an
illustration. Ilepublican legislators do
not do that kind of businees. Hut some-

thing must be done to relieve the legis-
lature of its municipal legislation.

Prosecuting Attorney Woleott tried to
show that all the attorneys consulted
were democrats, but an objection was
made, and the evidence wa ruled out.
Witnese swore that C Sumner Uur-roug- h

was a challenger and had a list
of names of inmates who were to be
challenge-!- , but the court ruled out any
evidence as to the political faith of those
eron challenged. Court adjourned
or noon.

Major Lorg swore that he ia adjutant
of the Soldier home. He had charge
of application. He produced the appli-
cation of John Wood, made lat October.
The paper was offered in evidence.
Major Long had known John Wood si nee
he was admitted hud fall. The rules)
and regulations of the home were offered,
ho far as they referred to admission of
persons to the home and their discharge.
Objection was made to the intnsluction
of tho rule, but it was overruled. Wit-- '
ness said Wood had employment in the
home when first admitted, but h id mt
been employed since October that ho
knew of.

DefeiMlautts Testify.
Herbert Perkins was the next witness.

He waa a resident of precinct No. 1 of
(J rand Rapid township and was chair-ma- s

of the board of inspectors. He
red that John Wood offered to

vote aliout 4 o'clock in the afternoon.
He testified that Wood did not make a
demand upon any of the inspectors to
accept either of the live statutory oaths.
Witness did not receive his oath because
he did not deem him an elector. He was
advised previously by (JeorgeW. Thomp-
son and other attorneys that his course
was correct. The same questions were
put to all inmates of the home and none
were allowed to vote. He made no at-

tempt whatever to discover the politics
of the veterans. There were X1 voters
resident in the township and U?2 names
were registered from the home.

Cross examined he said that he had
the constitution there before him, stat-
ing the requirements as to gain and loea
of residence. He proposed to disregard
the provisions of the law regarding ad-

ministering of oath in those case, hav-

ing been advised that the applicants
were nobclectors. He testified that tho
man did not ask to swear in his vote
and that he did not believe any of the
statutory votes applicable to the case.
Mr. Woleott hail said that the man
should be allowed to swear in hi vote,
but he did not comply with Mr. Wol-cott'- s

construction of it.
Fred J. Tailor, the other irsector,

swore to the same state of fact regard-
ing the challenging and debarring of
Wood's vote. Asked wht4her he at-

tempted to harmonize the constitutional
prouMonB and the law (governing the
elections, he said he did not understand
the question. Chairman Perkius. he
said, had asked Wood if he would swear
it in. ami the constitutional oath was
administered. Couldu't rememl-e- r

which rath Mr. Wohntt advised ad-

ministered whn he arrive.! there, which
be thought wa just after Wood's vote
had been refused.

After a recess the points of law wero
argued to the court and request to
charge the jury submitted. The prose-
cution held mainly that if the veteran
had no right to vote in the precinct in
which the home is locate-!- , they cer-

tainly had no right to vote in the pre-
cincts where they fotraerly lived, a they
could not comply with the law's require-
ment a to residence in the latter case.
The defense cited the New York case a
