which they charge the thickest fences,
and the endurance they show daring a
long run will coovinee most of this.
We heard onoe a carious inatance of
combination supplying courage. A

pack of Engliah foxitouads were taken
to Prenoe for wolf-huntin- But when
a wolf waa rowed, each hound, aa he
caught the erect, dropped his tail be-

tween hie legs and refused to follow.
When, however, some Freneh bounds
urd to the wolf had been added to the
pack, the foxhound hunted eagerly.
But Dow they ran with their brlatles
up - to kill, not to eat.
